Kiln Drawing Crew
By Olive Lidgerding Fink

A crew called “kiln setters”
loaded the freshly molded pot-
tery pieces on the long flat
narrow gauge rail cars. (Seen
behind the men). Each piece of
ware was separated by saggers
(shown stacked along either
side of rails) to prevent the
pieces of pottery from sticking
together as they moved through
the long kiln being “fired”.

Temperatures at the “kiln
drawers” end usually hovered
around one hundred degrees in

winter and in summer would
reach 150°-160° or more.
The ware was very hot to the
touch so the men wore canvas
gloves, sometimes wearing out
a couple of pair a day. The usual
starting time Iin the summer
was 4:30 a.m. in order to finish
before the heat of the day.

In the depression years of the
early 30's the men earned about
$9 every two weeks. The “pot
shops” tried to give everyone
some work and so the men
sometimes worked only a few
hours a week.

Albert H. Olson (Stenwick)
By Helen Bell

Bold, black headlines appear-
Ing in the November 27, 1909
iIssue of Red Wing Daily Repu-
blican, declared “PROMISE IN
LOCAL ARTIST". How true the
prediction!

Albert H. Olson, born April 23,
1875 lived most of his 77 years
in Red Wing. He attended Art
School in New York, Chicago,
and for several years, in St.
Louis. While in St. Louis he
studied under the French sculp-
tor George Julian Zollnay.

He was employed at the
Minnesota Stoneware Com-
pany. In 1897 he executed the
famous piece “The Potter".
From 1906-1911 there were
yearly items in the Red Wing
newspaper about his vactioning
at home. All indications pointed
to his great talent for clay
modeling and woodcarving. In
1906 he won a medal from the
St. Louis Art School for “best
work"”. Following World War II
he returned to the Red Wing
Pottery as a mold maker. In the
interim between his work at the
pottery he was employed in the
building and contracting busi-
ness. He built his own home in
the 1400 block of west 4th
Street.

Schmeckebier in his book Art
in Red Wing states, “Mr. Sten-
wick, a carpenter by trade,
spends a great deal of his spare
time carving ships, landscapes
in low relief, animals, birds,
decorative wooden dishes."

Between 1906 and 1907 he
changed his name from Olson to
Stenwick. For a few years he
went by Olson-Stenwick. It is
not known at what date he used
only the name of Stenwick.

Mr. Stenwick, with two
friends, Reverend Jewell of
Christ Episcopal Church and
Walter Koenig met regularly in
the back of Lidberg's Studio to
work together doing -carving
and woodworking. The vyear
was about 1928 and the friend-
ship continued until Reverend
Jewell left Red Wing. Walter
Koenig describes Mr. Stenwick
as a quiet man, liked by every-
body, and adaptable to situa-
tions and individuals around

, a woodcarving
by Albert O. Stenwick, “was
submitted by him to an ama-

teur competition in 1932
sponsored by Popular
Mechanics Magazine. In

return for the figure he was
awarded an engraved diploma
with a gold seal and colored
ribbon certifying him “Master
Craftsman in Woodcarving”.

Three works of note at the
Goodhue County Historical
Museum are “The Potter",
"Imnaha”, and “The Sculptor’s
Dream"”. There is no recorded
history as to who posed for
these sculptures. As I look at
them and recall the family it
seems there is a resemblence
between Mr. Stenwick and
“The Potter” and Mrs. Stenwick
and "Imnaha”, although in the
later instance Mrs. Stenwick's
face was broader but the sense
features seem similar. Looking
at the two pieces and compar-
ing them to “Sculptor's Dream"”,
the subjects seem to be the
same but older.

Albert Olson Stenwick died in
1952 at the age of 77. He was
buried at St. John's Cemetery.
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The Advance Republican:
January 7, 1885

The annual ball given by John
H. Rich, president and superin-
tendent, to the employees of the
Red Wing Stoneware Company
at the Salmagundi Hall New
Year's night, was a most enjoy-
able affair in every way. The
men all enjoyed themselves
hugely and the president of the
company seemed as happy as
the happiest. The ball boys,
who prepare the clay for the
turners, had two or three sets all
to themselves, and did finely

while entering fully into the
spirit of the occasion. The floor
managers were Geo. Cook, Ira
Fulton, Samuel Morley, Wmn.
Taylor and Frank Rowyer. The
program was a choice one and
was carried through without a
change or riffle, except of good
feeling and pleasure. The invita-
tions and programs, gotten out
of this office, were among the
finest ever issued for any party
in the city.

The Southest Red Wingers
was founded October of 1982 by
eight people whose friendship
was formed through their mutu-
al love of Red Wing Stoneware.

miniature 1 gal. Winged Butter
Churn with dasher; 1984, fifty, 3
inch Cherry Band Pitcher; 1985,
sixty-eight Bail Handled Meat
Roasters.

In addition to monthly meet-
ings the club sponsors museum
outings, charter bus trips to
Antique Shows, encourages
membership communications,
and creates public awareness
and interest in Red Wing and
other American Stoneware and
Pottery by displays in selected
sites.
