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Minnesota ‘smokes’ Michigan —
Jug returns home

The “Little Brown Jug,”

famed trophy of Minnesota-
Michigan football history, has
returned to its state of origin
after an absence of ten years.
Minnesota last beat Michigan in
1967. The game played at
Memorial Stadium on October
22, was a 16-0 victory for
Minnesota and marks the first
time in 113 contests that a team
has had a shutout against
Michigan.

The “Jug” has been given to
the winner of the Minnesota-
Michigan game since 19009.
Over the years, Michigan has
won it 38 times, while Minneso-
ta has taken possession 20
times. There have been two tie
games. Michigan has held the
jug for the longest period of
time — 1943-1952. Minnesota's
loglgest string was from 1934-
1942.

Several stories concerning the
jug’s history as a football trophy
have been handed down. The
most logical comes from Tommy
Roberts, Michigan's student
manager in 1903. Fielding Yost
had brought his undefeated
team to play an undefeated
Minnesota Team:

- "In those days there was so
‘such thing as sportsmanship.
You tried to win . . . fair or foul.

Banquet
Speaker

Gaill DePasquale, a charter
member of the Red Wing Collec-
tors Society, has collected
stoneware for nearly twenty
years. She readily admits that,
at times on this journey, her
perspective blurred and priori-
ties went askew. She will share
life and collecting experiences
in her talk entitled “Matters of
Consequence”.

The banquet will be held
Saturday evening of convention
week at the historic and beauti-
ful St. James Hotel in downtown
Red Wing.

Although the home team usual-

ly furnished the drinking water
for both sides, we were afraid
Minnesota might dope the
water. So Kenne Fitzpatrick told
me to go out and buy a jug to
hold our own water supply. For
30 cents at a Minneapolis varie-
ty store called the Busy Bee 1
bought the jug.

It wasn't little. It held five
gallons. It wasn't brown. It was
a dirty putty color. And what's
more, we didn't forget it. We
purposely abandoned it. Even in
those days 30 cents wasn't a
fortune.”

The story continues. Oscar
Munson, an immigrant from
Norway and janitor at the Uni-
versity of Minneosta, sup-
posedly found the jug after the
game and, taking it to Louis
Cooke, head of the athletic
department at the University,
announced, “Jost left his Yug.”
Since the score had been tied 6-
6, a large ‘6’ was painted on the
jug for Minnesota and a small ‘6"
for Michigan.

The two teams didn't play
again until 1909. The jug was
hauled out and used as a trophy
for the first time.

The original jug is a five
gallon beehive. No markings
can be seen under the paint, but

the shape and glaze indicate 1t
1s a Red Wing product.

One half of the jug is painted
maroon, Minnesota’'s color. The
other half is painted blue, Michi-
gan's color. Gold ‘M's adorn
each side. Three panels contain
the scores of the 60 games
played by the two teams.

Several copies of the original
jug exist. Michigan owns a five
gallon replica. Minnesota also
has a five.gallon copy which is
kept at the Bierman Building at
the University, It is painted
exactly as the original and is a
beehieve from the 1906-1920
period. A large wing is partially
visable under the paint, but no
oval can be seen.

One evening in December of
1988 as I was working on plans
for the 1989 RWCS Convention,
Gary came up to me and said,
“Why don't we see if we can get
the Little Brown Jug to display
at the convention?” I gave him a
“get real!” look and said, “If you
really think you can do it — go
ahead.”

S0 Gary made up a first draft
of a letter to the University of
Michigan and Minnesota. He
called my brother Greg, who
had worked as an assistant
student coach on the football
team, and got the names,
addresses, and telephone num-
bers of people to contact at the
University of Michigan. Out of
all this Greg couldn’'t under-
stand what we wanted with
“that old jug.”

Well, Gary's letter didn't get
much past that first draft. In
fact, it was nearly thrown away
a couple of times during one of
my cleaning frenzies! Needless
to say, I wasn't very supportive
of Gary's idea. But by now it
was June; too late to pursue it
any further for the 1989 Conven-
tion.

History of the BIG
“Little Brown Jug”

When Red Wing Potteries
opened its Twin City Branch in
1930, Branch Manager, Paul
Jansen, had Potter Lou McGrew
make this jug. It appears to be
the size of a 12 gal. Imperial.
Paul's wife Janette, painted the
jug exactly like that of the
Minnesota-Michigan  Little
Brown Jug. The jug was loaned
out to customers for use in their
window display during the foot-
ball season. When the jug was
going to be disposed of Margie
Bougie purchased . it from the
branch manager. (This was one
of Margie's better buys.)

During our many hours set-
ting in the display room at the
convention, Gary and I started
discussing the idea again.
Somehow he managed to con-
vince me that it was possible,
and during the next few months
we talked some more about it.

In January of 1990 Gary
rewrote his letter and mailed a
copy to each University. Two
weeks later we received a reply
from the University of Michigan.
They said “Thanks but no
thanks.” A week later the Uni-
versity of Minnesota called and
said “Maybe, but let's talk.” We
were invited to the University to
look at the jug; first because
they weren't sure it was Red
Wing and second to discuss the
display idea further.

What a thrill to see it! We
assured them it was a Red Wing
plece — and pointed out the tip
of the red wing at the edge of of
one of the score columns. The
representative we talked to was
very receptive and curious
about our society and our desire
to have the jug on display at the
1990 convention. (A possible
new member!?)

In April of 1990, after much
discussion, phone calls, and

frantic letters, we received offi-
cial approval to display the
Little Brown Jug at the 1990
RWCS Convention.

In order to clear up a few
questions you may have at this
point, let me explain that there
are actually three Little Brown
Jugs.
their own jug. They are white 5
gallon beehives painted in blue
and maroon with the scores and
years played. These two jugs

are commonly called the “tro- .

phy jugs” because they are
displayed in place of the original
Little Brown Jug as long as that
school continues to win the
football competition. The origi-
nal jug that was found by Oscar
Munson in 1903 is often referred
to as “The Traveling Jug” since
it 1s held by the winner of the
Minnesota/Michigan football
game.

S0 I must give a lot of credit to
my persistant husband — I'm
glad he talked me into this!
Garv and I want to thank the
University of Minnesota and its
representative who helped us
SO0 much in obtaining their Little
Brown Jug for the display room.
We also want to thank all the
RWCS Board members for their
support in this endeavor.
