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The Giraffe Planter pictured
on this year's cover is of an
original sketch created by Mr.
Charles E. Murphy, an Art Direc-
tor of the Red Wing Potteries
for over 20 years. Mr. Murphy is
credited with many of the
successful designs created by
Red Wing during the Post-War
era. This sketch became the
inspiration for an Art Pottery
Giraffe marketed by the Red
Wing Potteries for many years.
This sketch, along with four
other originals, will be display-
ed at The 1991 Red Wing
Collectors Society Convention.

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Murphy’'s Magic — Biography of an artist

Charles E. Murphy was born
in East Liverpool, Ohio on
August 9, 1809. His family
moved to Sebring, Ohio when
he and his older brother were
still very young.

Sebring was a pottery town,
much like Red Wing; and Char-
les’ father was involved in the
pottery, as were most of the
residents of Sebring. Mr. Mur-
phy would bring home old
molds and slip and let his two
sons "make pottery” in the back
yard. The pieces weren't fired,
and the boys would break them
after they had dried. Through-
out his high school years, Char-
les worked in the pottery during
the summer months. Although
he had grown up with the
pottery being a part of his life,
Charles had no intention of
continuing in the pottery busi-
ness. He felt that fine art was
what he was destined for.

When Charles graduated from
high school, he attended the
Cleveland School of Art for four
years, studying fine art. He then
won an Art Scholarship to Eur-
ope, where he studied portrai-
ture for one year.

Charles returned to Sebring in
1933, during the depression. He
obtained a small studio, rent
free, and continued painting. He
concentrated on portraits of
local people. He made very little
money at this, and was soon
hired by his good friend Charley
Sebring, to work in one of Mr.
Sebring’'s two potteries. Char-
les, desperate to make an
income for his family, was
anxious to do any work he
could. So Charles started
designing pottery for the Sebr-
ing Pottery.

Sometime between 1933 and
1934 Charles received a letter
from a close friend of his,
Frederick Reid, the art director

known designer in the pottery
business, and had recom-
mended Charles to Mr. Varney.
Mr. Varney invited Charles and
Marie to Red Wing to look
things over. So Charles and
Marie made the trip to Red
Wing and they liked what they
saw. They moved to Red Wing
in December of 1940.

Charles was the first Red
Wing Art Director to decorate
Art Pottery and dinnerware.
While he was responsible for
both, his first concern was with
the dinnerware. It was shortly
after he arrived that he
designed the Provincial Line of
dinnerware, which consisted of
four different patterns: Norman-
dy, Orleans, Brittany, and
Ardennes. Each has a distinct
handpainted decoration. He
trained two “girls” to paint the
designs of the first two pat-
terns: Orleans and Brittany.
Soon, the first two “girls”
trained in another two “girls”
and so on, until they had a

Company of East Liverpool,
Ohio. Mr. Reid offered Charles a
job as an Assistant Art Director,
which he quickly accepted. His
job was to design Art Pottery for
the pottery.

In 1936, while he was work-
ing at Homer Laughlin, Charles
married Marie. In 1940 Charles
received a letter from Bert
Varney of the Red Wing Potte-

Charles had received no spe-
cial education for the decoration
and special glazes that he,
George Grady and later, Tom
Arnold created, developed and
used from 1941 on. They used
these special decorating tech-
niques and glazes on both Art
Pottery and dinnerware.

In 1941 Charles started

were the first to produce charac-
ter style Cookie Jars, which
proved to be very popular.
Shortly after Red Wing put the
first series of three Cookie Jars
into production (The Chef, the
Monk, and the Dutch Girl), other
potteries started to produce
character style Cookie Jars.
About the same time as the
Cookie Jars were being pro-
duced, he started designing
figurines; a Venetian type fig-
urine with iridescence glazes.
These were expensive pieces to
produce and were sold in large
department stores and jewelry
stores.

Under Charles' direction, the
Red Wing Potteries tried a more
daring decorating idea with
their dinnerware lines; they
decorated only the flat-ware
and used colored glazes on the
hollow-ware. Then they went
one step further and decorated
some of the flatware and used
different colored glazes on the

hollow-ware, but used different

colors on the hollow-ware so
that you could mix the different
pieces and have a mixture of
colors and patterns. Examples
of this would be the Concord
Line and the Anniversary Line.

Charles and Marie lived and
worked in Red Wing from 1940
to 1943. In 1943 Charles was
drafted and went to Normandy
for the war. He was involved in
the engineering department

his buddies and of his division
general, and of various battle
scenes. Some of these sketches
are on display in Washington,
D.C.

In 1945 Charles returned to
Red Wing Potteries, but left in
1949 and began working at

.. Stetson China in Illinois. He and

the current president, Bert Var-
ney, were not “seeing eye-to-
eye.” In 1953, when Mr. Varney
had died and Mr. Barghusen
became President, Charles and
Marie returned to Red Wing.
Dick Gilmer, a salesman for the
Red Wing Potteries, knew
Charles and convinced him to
return on a free-lance basis, but
under contract to Red Wing.
This meant that Charles would
design only for the Red Wing
Potteries, but he could still do
other work, such as painting
and teaching. g

Charles and Marie felt that
they had finally found home
when they moved back to Red
Wing. They enjoyed fishing,
hunting, boating, bluff climbing
and all sorts of outdoor activi-
ties with their friends.

Charles had (and still has) a
love of life and of people. In his
spare time he would paint a
series of 4 or 6 interesting and
funny scehes on pieces of flat-
ware and present them to his
friends as gifts. He signed and
dated each series he did. Many
of these series can still be found
in Antique shops today, and
demand very high prices.

About the time the Red Wing
Potteries closed, Charles was
living and working part time
with the Bureau of Engraving in
Minneapolis, and a correspon-
dence art instruction school. He
also did some work for tl_'le
Badger Paper Company in Wis-
consin. He began his wildlife
painting as a result of this
association by doing illustra-
tions of nature studies for the
Wisconsin company. Charles
and Marie moved to Sedona,
Arizona in 1973, where they still
live. He still paints wildlife
paintings, and shows them in
Wisconsin, Arizona, and Califor-
nia.

Helen Bell

The following is the text of the
Red Wing Collectors Society
banquet speech delivered by
Ms. Helen E. Bell on July 10,
1982. Helen, the previous editor
of this Convention Supplement,
continues to share her wonder-
ful memories through Educa-
tion Day presentations.

Thank you, thank you for your
welcome. You are a warm,
enthusiastic, and friendly
group. And whether you know
1t or not you have inherited,
along with your love -

ciation of pottery ware, the
camaraderie of the early potters.
It was said in the early years,
the friendship and good fellow-
ship at the Pot Shops was the
greatest and tightest of any
factory in Red Wing.

The influence of the Pot Shops
(that's what the “old timers"
called it) was felt in the com-
munity and families from the
blowing of the 6:30 A.M.

whistle until the 4:30 P.M.
closing whistle. (One soon
learned to distinguish between
the Pottery whistle, the Sewer
Pipe whistle #1 and #2
and the Tannery whistle —
especially if you had a mother,
as I did, who insisted that I be
home to eat supper at 5 o'clock
when Dad got there from work. I
almost built up a hatred for the
sound of the 4:30 whistle
because all my little friends ate
supper at 6 o'clock.) The whistle
blew also at mid-morning and
mid-afternoon coffee break and
for fires. For the latter we would
diligently count the long and
short blasts and dash to the red
tag in the telephone book, to
learn the location of the fire.
Dad had a great fear that the
Pottery would burn and, as it
was his livlihood, it was a real
fear.

I would like to share with you
some of my reminiscences as a
child — and they run the gamut
from fear to pure delight. As I'm
on my 9th day of retirement, it's
great — I highly recommend it,
it doesn't take much of a mathe-
matician to figure out I was born
in 1920 and thus my memorable
childhood days were during the
depression.

Dad was classified as a
mechanic — but in my eyes he
had the all important job of
patching and fitting the “bats”

that-

carried the ware through the
long narrow kiln. “Bats” were
octagon pieces of stoneware
about 4 or 5 inches thick. We
had our garage/barn floored
with broken and unuseable

bats. (We also had the living

kind that would come swooping
down from the rafters.)

These were the depression
years and nothing went to
waste — unless it got on the
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= casual design reminiscent of the golden
warmth and brilliance of the West.

dump cart first. Wages were $40
per month with a lay off each
summer. None of the laborers
had much money but they sure
had big hearts and a willing-
ness to help each other. I
remember George Nash, a kiln
burner, coming to wire our
house for electricity — and it
met the city code!!!

Another gentleman, whose
name I can't remember, had the
all important job of putting
handles on jugs. He had a
thumb missing and so his jug
handles were attached diffe-
rently and you could always tell
them from any other “jugger’s."”

Sometimes I had the great fun
of going with Polly Pearson to
carry lunches to the workers.
The hot food was placed in a
basket and covered with a
white dish towel, and always,
the basket carried “something
extra" for the carrier to eat.
Wages — 5 cents a basket plus
the “goodie.”

Hazards:

.. . having to walk across the
slotted "drying planks” ...

... heat from the roaring fire
in the round kiln . . .

... Sometimes taking the
long route through the long
warehouse and finding just the
right door into the kiln room . . .

. the stacked clay flower

pofs (floor to ceiling) in the

warehouse were my greatest
fear — I just knew they'd
tumble over on me. (As a matter
of fact, as a child I was seriously
ill and delirious and saw the
kitchen fill up with flowerpots
and lean toward me. I still
remember the sensation.)

One cannot mention the
warehouse without mentioning
the boss of the area, Mac
McGrew, a little man with a big
moustache and a voice that
could either soothe or scare. If
you went picking up ware in the
discard heap outside the ware-
house he'd yell, “Get out of
there you kids! That stuff's to be
taken to the dump to be bro-
ken!" You soon learned that if
you timed it right you'd reach
the pile at the exact time Mac
was eating lunch and you could
gloriously “borrow” a piece,
arriving home sweaty and red-
faced carrying the biggest trea-
sure you could find. It was the
bigness that counted.

Mac could be as kind as he
was gruff, One day Polly shakily
approached him and asked if
she could buy a present for her
mother's birthday. “Ow much
money ya got?" “$1.00." “Here,
take these.” (A nest of bowls,
white with red polka dots.)
Sometimes at these noontime
visits you'd even be given a
treasured piece of clay wrapped
in a wet cloth that you could
take home -and produce your
own masterpiece. It seemed as
though most of the workmen
had a wet cloth wrapped around
clay — clay in various stages of
development of the much

“sought after lunch hour pieces

of today. Polly has a head of
Lincoln on a pedestal that a
friend of her father, “Big Tub-
by," had made.

A sad memory was the after-
noon Dad came home from
work, couldn't stay for supper,

.grabbed a- shovel-and- was off-

with co-workers because they
had heard a man was buried in
a sand slide at Sand Hill and
diggers were needed. On a
much lighter side I hear of the
Pottery Brew Parties at Adam's
Pasture which was somewhere
between the Back Channel
Bridge and Trenton Slough. 1
suppose it would be like a
“kegger” in someone's field,
only it was stag.

Best memories of all — Pot-
ters Picnic and Potters Excur-
sion! The Red Wing Daily Eagle
of August 19, 1927 recorded:
“The Potters and their families
will enjoy their annual outing at
Colvill Park, Sunday. A commit-
tee has been appointed and a
jolly time is assured." Jolly was
a tame word! Lemonade, liter-
ally by the gallons! (100 gallons
that year). All it took was real
lemons, a 50 gallon crock, a
wooden paddle, and a good
strong arm to stir. The lemo-
nade was served in pottery
mugs. Also on the agenda was
all the ice cream you could eat
(15 gallons) and races: Wheel-
barrow races, three legged sack
races, foot races (one year I
won), and a nail driving race.
Mrs. Engeldinger always won
that race. I can still see her with
the nails in her mouth, and a
straight aim. She never missed.
In the ball game of that year
Factory M (for Minnesota build-

ing) carried away first honors;

proving to be regular Ruths and
Gehrigs and had little trouble
scoring a victory. The tug-of-
war was won, however, by
Factory R (for the Red Wing
building).

The newspaper article ends
with “There was not a dull
moment during the entire day
and a tired but happy lot of
potters returned to their homes
at night.”

There were not many cars so
buses were scheduled to take
people from parts of Red Wing
to the park. West Main St. —
10:15 pickup; Summit Grocery —
10:45; Watson's Store — 11:15.

Because of the difficulty in

transportation most picnics
were held at Colvill, although I
remember one year it was held
at a little park in the valley
before you reached Vasa. It was
a spot of an old flour mill and the
cement blocks at the fording
place of the creek were still in
place. How we used to imagine
we were the pioneers bringing
our wheat to be ground at the
mill!

I was able to talk with Hazel
Stromme, daughter of Axel
Anderson, about the trips. Axel
was almost a life long chairman
of the planning committee. For
many years boats of the D.W.
Wisherd Line were used. The
first was the Majestic — huge, it
was majestic. It had a dance
floor so long that if you got at
one end you could hardly hear
the music. On the first trip it
didn't arrive until evening
because it was stuck on a
sandbar near Wabasha. People
scheduled for afternoon sailing
were disappointed.

1912 was the first official
Potters excursion and their boat
was the G.W. Hill of the
Wisherd Line. It was advertised
as the “safest boat on the river.”
Pre-sailing publicity assured the
people that no expense had
been spared to make it the best
boat in the excursion business,
and the dance floor was large,
roomy and free of posts. Also

the G.W. Hill was illuminated by
3,000 electric lights and “pre-
sents a pretty picture at night.”

The trip was to Stillwater to
visit the State Prison. Records
show it was a rainy day but this
didn't deter 700 who boarded.
The boat left at 8:00 A.M. from
Levee Park. Return time was
approximately 10:00 P.M.

By 1917 the potters were
veterans in the excursion busi-
ness. Their advertising became
bolder: “Ask your boss now for
the day off.” And their destina-
tions were farther. The June 8th
trip to St. Paul on the G.W. Hill
cost 75 cents for adults and 40

cents for children. The boat left
Red Wing at 8:00 AM. and
arrived in St. Paul at 3:40 P.M.
the actual passenger count was
686 — Red Wing, 44 — Diamond
Bluff, 108 — Prescott, 68 —
Hastings. There was time' to
shop and see the Capital. The
boat left St. Paul at 6:30 P.M.
and there was a new feature on
the return trip. The boat waited
in Hastings for the Milwaukee
train that brought “at least a
couple hundred young people
for the return moonlight excur-
sion." There were hazards. Mrs.
Stromme recalled being stuck
on a sandbar under the Hast-
ings bridge. Everyone rushed to
the opposite end to try and float
it free. Passengers finally had to
go ashore and wait for it to be
washed free of the sandbar. 1
wonder if that excuse worked
as good as the one of later years
of “running out of gas.”

My golden memories were of
the steamer Capital of the
Streckfus Lines. Oh, the excite-
ment — the anticipation. Early
in the morning we'd start to
listen; that magical music of the
calliope (or “caleop” as we
called it) would be glorious with
the hills as sounding boards. It
would echo throughout the city
and signal the rat race to the
river to “be sure it was there.”
The calliope music was really
the type of music to make
“Pretty Red Wing" popular.

The picnic baskets usually
held “not often had" treats. In
our basket we always had
“Campbell's Pork & Beans.” At
home Mom always made them
in the oven; as a matter of fact,

And watch and
dream as the fella down the
block in his white flannel pants
and white shoes shyly escorted
his best gal in her pastel, mid-
calf, gorgette dress up the
gangplank. Oh, what pleasures
to come when I get older!

As an ending I would like to
share with you an item from the
Daily Eagle. July 25, 1927: “A
column just nosin' around on
moonlight, the river was all
tangled with shadows and
reflected stars. We sat there
with our senses open to any
impression . . .
