three years when they realized
thathe was good, very good. They
sent him to take over the Chi-
cago office located in the famous
Merchandise Mart.

Before all that was going on, a
1903 brochure put out by the
Red Wing Potteries, in Red
Wing, Minn., stated that “Mak-
ing tableware has advanced be-
yond the experimental stage, but
management won't consider it
for market until it has stood the
test of months in actual use.”
The Potteries had already real-
ized that the need for many of the
stoneware products that had been
produced and so readily accepted
by the public would not go on
forever. The management under-
stood that this business, like any
other, would need to change with
the times. Though they didn’t
turn to making dinnerware right
away, they had already begun to
look to the future.

In 1942, Red Wing Potteries,
Inc., realized that they needed to

Dedications of two historic Red
Wing Clay Industry Monuments
Scheduled for July 10

Red Wing Clay

Old West Main Street, Red
Wing, Minn.

Wednesday, July 10, marks the
date of the unveiling of the his-
torical monument representing
the history of the clay industries
of Red Wing. This monument
will be placed on the original site
of the North Star Stoneware
Company on Old West Main
Streetadjacent to the Americlnn
Motel.

One of the few reminders of
that era in Red Wing's history, is
the brickwork star that was sal-
vaged from the exterior wall of
the old North Star building in
the winter of 1993. The star in
the center of this monument rep-
resents all the Clay Industries of
Red Wing. In addition to provid-
ing employment for generations
of workers, the clay industry

earned Red Wing its reputation
as a manufacturing center. Dur-
ing their years of operation the
products of each of these compa-
nies were known for outstanding
quality wherever they were
traded.

Hlsiory in the Making — What's New at Red Wing Pottery

Thename Red Wing has been
associated with the production
of quality pottery from the late
1800s through the 1960s. The
Pottery Salesroom operated by
the Gillmer family hasestablished
themselves as having the
Midwest's largestselection of din-
nerware, pottery, gifts and col-
lectibles. And now they’re mak-
ing history again as they an-
nounce the production of salt
glazed pottery! In addition,
they've remodeled their show-
room and formed a joint partner-
ship with Larry Peterson, owner
of Larry’s Jugs, to display the pri-
vate collections of some local
Red Wing Pottery Collectors, and
to sell some original Red Wing.

Hundreds of items were pro-
duced by the stoneware compa-

nies previously located in Red
Wing. For 90 years Red Wing
was one of the largest manufac-
turers of pottery in the United
States (1877-1967). This long,
proud and prolific history is one
reason why Red Wing collecting
is such a popular hobby today.
This rich history has been R.
Scott Gillmer's (third generation
of the Gillmer family) inspira-
tion with this new venture. “We
don't want to be just another
retail store. We want togive shop-
pers a historic shopping experi-
ence. They can view the antique
dinnerware displayed around the
store; watch and interact with
our potters as they produce salt
glazed pottery; and they can view
the personal collections of Red
Wing pottery collectorsall atone
location. It's ex-
| citing to be able
to offer so much
to our custom-
ers,” states Scott.

the original site of one of the
potteries that made Red Wing so
famous. In fact, when the new
kiln was being built, a trench was
beingdug which unearthed shards
of salt glazed pottery and an ac-
tual kiln below ground. Some of
the old kiln bricks that were dis-
covered are placed in the arch of
the new kiln.

Salt glazed stoneware origi-
nated in Germany in the 1500s.
It was very durable and was used
daily in homes and farms for the
storage and preservation of food.
Early German settlers brought
the tradition with them to the
new country and one of these
settlers started the first pottery in
Red Wing in the 1870s. Salt
glazed pottery gave Red Wing its
start as a “pottery town” and was
the only type of pottery produced
here in the late 1800s. At the
turn of the century, the salt glazed
process was replaced with the
bristol glaze process, which was
not as labor intensive and gave a
more standard appearance to all
pieces.

Each piece of pottery will be
stamped with the new Red Wing
Pottery stamp with the year the

piece was produced, and the first
firings in late June will be stamped
with a special “1st Firing” stamp,
adding even more value to the
first pottery. As the kiln is sealed
with each consecutive firing, the
pottery will have large variations
in color, most likely, early firings
will be darker than later firings.
Many factors add to the unique-
ness of each piece: the type of
kiln, how the kiln is fired, the
placement in the kiln in relation
to the flame, the clay that is used,
the temperature of the kiln, and
how the pottery is stacked in the
kiln.

Potters Scott Keith and Mark
Connolly (a Red Wing collector
himself) have many years of ex-
perience as salt glazed pottersand
they will be available on a rotat-
ingschedule seven days per week.
The showroom has been remod-
eled to give customers the oppor-
tunity to view the various pro-
cesses involved with making pot-
tery, as well as ask questions. The
finished salt glazed pottery is dis-
played for sale in the store.

Salt glazed stoneware is labor
intensive, but it produces one-
of-a kind stoneware. After the
design stage, the piece is
handthrown on a potter’s wheel
and air-dried until the “leather
hard” stage. An albany slip is
applied to the inside, making the
piece waterproof, but no glaze is
applied to the outside of the pot-
tery. Each piece is then hand
decorated and stamped — with
both the Red Wing Pottery stamp
and the unique potter's stamp.
The pottery is then carefully
stacked rim to rim on top of each
other in a downdraft kiln with
specially designed salt ports. The
pieces are fired at a very high
temperature (2300F) for 15to0 20
hours. When the peak tempera-
ture is reached, salt is added
through the salt ports of the kiln.
Due to the extreme heat, the salt
becomes agas and combines with
the silica in the clay, forming a
natural glaze that coats the pot-
tery. The saltglazed process gives
each piece its own unique “or-
ange peel” texture and color, due
to its placement in the kiln and
how the flame passes through the
stacked pottery.

“It’s intriguing to think this
type of pottery hasn’t been pro-
duced here for over 100 years,
and now people are able to watch
it being made. And the facr it’s
being produced at the site of one
of the original factories, where
the current Red Wing Pottery
Salesroom is located is very ex-
citing,” says Scott Keith, the lead
potter for Red Wing Pottery.
“With our first firing scheduled
for late June, we're offering col-
lectors and visitors a unique op-
portunity to revisit and en-
joy a tradition from the past.
If history repeats itself, col-
lectors and pottery shoppers
1 will not only enjoy collect-
ing the pottery, but as an
| added bonus, the value of
the pottery will significantly
increase over time,” states
Scott. The unique, hand-
crafted, salt glazed pottery
will only be sold and distrib-
uted through Red Wing pot-
tery.

The potteries at Red Wing pro-
duced the Swan Group for George
Rumrill in the early 1930s. The
Rumrill group has 17 shapes that
had swan bodies or “swan-necked”
handles in various levels of relief.
While many of the shapes had lim-
ited production, the pottery pro-
duced shape No. 259 from the early
1930s into the 1940s.

Red Wing Porteries introduced
the swan with cygnet (shape No.
1337) about 1948 and discontinued
its production in 1952.

About 1954, Red Wing Potteries
added the swan (shape No. 438,
second series) and the 9" X 6" swan
bowl (shape No. 444, second series)
and produced them briefly. These
production pieces had shapes simi-
lar to the earlier shape No. 259 and
260, but with finer detailing.

For 25 years the potteries at Red
Wing made at least one production
piece that had the swan as its theme
in a variety of shapes and glazes.

The Goodhue County Histori-
cal Society opens its newest ex-
hibit “Hot Pottery — We Got
the Blues (and the Greens)” on
July 11th. The exhibit features
some of the trendiest Red Wing
art pottery currently sought by
collectors, including Nokomis
ware, cobalt blue and light green
pieces. The exhibit also will in-
clude pieces marked with a blue
ink stamp “Red Wing Art Pot-
tery."

“Every year or so there are
popular trends in collecting.
Lately the blue ink-stamped
piecesare popular. So is Nokomis
ware,” claims Diane Hallstrom,
local collectorand an officer with
the Red Wing Collectors’ Soci-
ety. “For the avid and novice
collector, it’s really helpful to see
lots of examples of one kind of
pottery in one place. That’s a
great way to learn more about it.
We're excited that the Histori-

cal Society will feature trendy
pieces this year.”

The Red Wing Potteries be-
gan making art pottery in 1929,
introducing its unique Nokomis
ware that year. Nokomis features
a mottled, semi-matte glaze in
tans and olives with highlights of
copper, a color combination not
copied by other pottery compa-

nies. It was discontinued in the
1940s, possibly because of the
cost involved in making and ap-
plying the glaze by hand.

The Goodhue County Histori-
cal Society is located at 1166
Oak Street in Red Wing. It is
open Tuesdays through Fridays
from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., and
weekends from 1:00 to 5:00 p.m.

Both the Red Wing Collec-
tors’ Society and the Goodhue
County Historical Society exist
to collectand protect objects sig-
nificant to this area’s history.
Both Societies collect pottery,
photos, catalogs, and all sorts of
objects. We even collect stories.
Almost everything we do hinges
on the objects and stories we
collect.

The Historical Society relies
on its artifacts to create exhibits,
educational programs, publica-
tion, special events, and to pro-
vide research opportunities for
more than 7,000 yearly visitors
from around the world.

With more than 80,000 arti-
facts housed in a 24,000 square
foot museum, it is a real chal-
lenge to make the maximum use
of our collections of artifacts, and
to have quick access to informa-
tion about each object, includ-
ingadescription who made, used,
and donated it.

Thanks to a very generous do-
nation from the Red Wing Col-
lectors Society, we are well on
our way to meeting that chal-
lenge head-on. With funds do-
nated in 1995, we hired an in-
tern, Kelly Jo Tungland, of

Kelly, a recent graduate of St.
Cloud State, worked with Char
Henn, curator of collections, to
create a computerized data base
of all our artifacts, starting with
our Red Wing pottery collection.
The data base included a digital
photo of each object.

Though it took Charand Kelly
several months to iron out some
computer glitches and to acquire

proper equipment, they should
have most of the pottery collec-
tion entered and photographed
by the 1996 convention.

The photos should prove to be
doubly helpful. Researchers will
have visual access to all our col-
lections, even those pieces not
on exhibit. And, should we ex-
perience a theft (God forbid!),
we’ll be able to provide authori-
ties with accurate descriptions of
