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Societly grows from enthusiasm of
hobbyists, afficionados, “crazies”

My first experience with Red
Wing was in the late 1960s,
when my mother-in-law gave
Lorraine and me a 3-gallon
crock jar. It was used as a
planter, with little attention
being given to markings or
company history.

A few years later, in 1972,
an article on Galena pottery
was published in the Antique
Trader. This ware and its histo-
ry fascinated me, so during the
summer we took a trip to
Galena, Ill. Our intention was
to fill the trunk of the car with
this interesting and historical
pottery. How disappointed we
were to find only a few pieces
for sale at a very high price. We
did decide that pottery was an
interesting thing to collect,
but, perhaps there were pieces
out there we could afford.

Why not find out more
about our Red Wing piece with
the wing? Some initial research
told us the ware was made in

Red Wing during the early part
of the 1900s. We added pieces
to the collection. We found out
more about its history. We
went out collecting on week-
ends, scouring back corners of
antique shops and bid on pieces
at auctions. Often times we
spent more on gas than we did
on pottery and still had a trunk
full when we arrived home. A
rule of thumb was to spend $1 a
gallon for smaller crocks and
jugs and half that on larger
pieces.

Once we drove 20 miles in a
hail storm to purchase a 1-gal-
lon crock with wing for $8. We
spent more on fixing the hail
dents than we did for the crock.
We assembled almost a com-
plete set of crocks with wings
for under $1 a gallon. We did
have to pay $100 for the 50-
gallon size. Lorraine wanted to
collect spongeband pieces with
advertising, but we decided $5
was too much to spend for such

I remember how excited |
was when I got my copy of the
Antique Trader in August 1976
and read the article on Red
Wing stoneware by Lyndon
Viel. Even more exciting was
the announcement that a book
on the subject would soon be
published. By that fall #had
contacted Rev. Viel and we
met at Thanksgiving in
Minneapolis.

During the visit 1 suggested
that a newsletter on Red Wing
might be a good idea. He didn’t
think there were enough “cra-
zies” out there to make the
effort worthwhile. (In later
years he did admit how wrong
he had been.) | went ahead
anyway and found there were
several “out there” who collect-
ed the stuff. The first issue was
mailed out in April 1977 with
just 53 subscribers.

That following summer
Lorraine and 1 organized the

first convention in Red Wing.
It consisted of an autograph
party for Lyndon Viel at the
Goodhue County Historical
Society Museum and a banquet
at the St. James Hotel. A total
of 99 attended the banquet. As
an afterthought, we had a busi-
ness meeting and made plans
for a convention the following
year. | was honored to be elect-
ed the Society’s first president.

You know the rest. From
these humble beginnings we
grew and grew and grew. A
two-day convention was suffi-
cient for several years. Then,
an additional day was added.
Activities are now spread over
four days with well over 3,000
people attending.

I like to think I have taken
an active role in the Society
over the years. In addition to
starting the newsletter and
founding the Society, | served
as president for four years and
membership chairperson for 10

April 1978 which later became
the educational portion of the
annual convention. [ also claim
credit for instituting the first
convention auction and pro-
viding inspiration for the early
commemoratives. I was also
active in writing the Society’s
original by-laws.

What does the future hold? |
see a continued growth in the
Society and an ever-increasing
interest in dinnerware and art-
ware. The latter, especially, has
become increasingly collectible
with the publication of “Red
Wing Art Pottery” by Ray
Reiss. The book is a real gem. It
gives us an excellent feel for
what was produced at Red
Wing in the art pottery line as
well as insight into many other
aspects of Red Wing produc-
tion. If you don’t own a copy,
you should.

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Death of a Business, In Retrospect

It is said that time heals all
wounds. Thirty years have
passed since the summer of
1967 when the workers and
management reached an
impasse and the Red Wing
Pottery was closed.

I was 29 years old that sum-
mer, practically a kid from my
current perspective of turning
60 next year. Despite the salve
of time, that summer would
have to be one of the two or
three worst periods of my life.
(I'll tell you about the other
two someday when we have the
time.)

Having retired after 30 years
of running a management con-
sulting business in the Twin
Cities, “I've been thinking of
writing a sequel, something to
the effect of “Where are they
now!”, and adding that to a
second edition of “Death of a
Business: The Red Wing
Potteries” which was originally
published in 1968. It’s doubtful
that any of the old factory
workers could be located, how-
ever. Given the fact that the
average age in the plant was 53
in 1967, that would make them
a spry 83 as we speak. It still
might be fun to put an ad in
the Republican Eagle and see if
any old mold makers come out
of the woodwork.

R.A. Gillmer, my dad and
president of RWP at the time of
the strike, died in December of
1995 at the age of 84. He pur-
chased the retail store and all
the inventory during the liqui-
dation in 1967. The store has
been in the family ever since.

My sister; Susan Gillmer/Sprangers,

ran it for a number of years
after our father retired, and for
the last five years my son,
Scott, has been the president.
It’s hard to believe he was only
four years old at the time of the
strike.

As for the union side, Tilfer
Chastain, the president of the
local, dropped out of sight
shortly after the strike and, to
the best of my knowledge, has
not been heard from since. Qur
employees where represented
by the Oil, Chemical and
Atomic Workers, if you can
believe that. Somehow that
brings to mind a high tech,
computer driven, futuristic
plant producing some kind of
top secret atomic weaponry,
rather than what we had — an
antiquated dirty old pottery
plant that was anything but
high tech. In any event, that
was what we were stuck with,
the OCAW!

Joe Hammerschmide was the
new international rep assigned
to the Red Wing Pottery just in
time for the 1967 negotiations.
I think Hammerschmidt was
from nearby Hampton or New
Trier. We heard that Joe was hit
by a car and killed a few years
after the strike.

Looking back at the issues at
the time of the strike, they
seem paltry by today’s stan-
dards. The factory workers were
making between $2 and $3 per
hour and we were offering a
two-year package that would
cost approximately $27,000.
The union was looking for
something like $120,000 over
the two years. Since our aver-
age annual profit over the pre-
vious nine years had been only

$36,000 we honestly believed
we couldn’t come close to
meeting their demands and
continue in business.

The negotiations started
badly in April and got worse as
the summer progressed. The
fact that we chose to keep the
salesroom open during the
course of the strike was a major
factor feeding the growing ani-
mosity between management
and union. Their frustrations
grew as they saw our revenues
continue through the retail
store. Our bad feelings intensi-
fied as the pickets harassed us
and our customers, strewing
nails in the driveways, rocking
cars and shouting obscenities.

We were very unhappy with
what we perceived as a pro-
union stance on the part of city
officials and the Red Wing
Police Department. We felt
they simply looked the other
way while these violations were
occurring. In retrospect [ have
grown, if not more kindly, at
least more understanding of the
police inaction that summer.
After all, it was not their fight.
They hoped the whole nasry
business would just go away,
and they certainly didn’t want
to become the focus of any
controversy through proactive
law enforcement.

By the end of August antag-
onism was at an all time high,
yet through conciliation on the
part of a Red Wing “Citizens
Committee,” we raised our first
year offer to $47,000 as a last
ditch effort against the union
demand of $53,000. We were
confident this would end the
strike.

Committee contacted
Hammerschmidt with the offer.
After a series of phone calls
and a mysterious lack of com-
munications between Union
Rep Hammerschmidt and the
local Shop Committee,
Hammerschmidt rejected the
offer and told the Citizens
Committee that Pottery share-
holders might as well go ahead
and hold their liquidation vote.
Thus, stockholders voted on
Aug. 24, 1967, to dissolve the
90 year old corporation.

There is no way this should
have happened given the prox-
imity of the two positions. We
could only conclude that
Hammerschmidt and/or the
OCAW wanted to shut us
down. In our frustration we
came up with three possible
motives:

1. Loss of Face. The union
had started out in the begin-
ning with high demands,
believing at the time the com-
pany could afford them. In
early August we opened our
books and they may have real-
ized their demands were exces-
sive. However, things had gone
on so long and gotten so out of
hand by this time that any
major concession on the

union’s part could conceivably
be seen as caving in. Go ahead
and let them liquidate rather
than losing face.

2. Source of Embarrassment.
The Pottery wage scale, while
average on the local scene, was
very low in the OCAW’s world
and possibly a source of embar-
rassment to them. Rather than
have this blot on their record,
this dragging down of their
average, why not just eliminate
us?

3. More Trouble Than We
Are Worth. A dinky little 100-
person plant making pottery in
Red Wing, Minn., is an
anachronism as far as the
OCAW is concerned. Get us
up to an acceptable wage level
or get rid of the whole bother-
some situation.

Thirty years later, I don’t
have any better explanations.
No aged OCAW official has
summoned me to his death bed
to confess all before moving on
to that big union meeting in
the sky.

What do you think? Does it
really make any difference in

the total scheme of things?

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Red Wing Stoneware Production
Revived in Minnesota

By John Falconer
President Red Wing
Stoneware Co.

When | was young and
growing up in central
Minnesota common knowledge
was if you wanted to buy pot-
tery, Red Wing was the place to
go. Our house was filled with
everyday stoneware mixing
bowls, plates, pitchers, and
vases made in Red Wing.

When | became a potter |
still had the appreciation of the
Early American style of pottery.
This style was represented pri-
marily in the upper Midwest by
the old Red Wing stoneware
companies. During the late
1970s 1 toured Red Wing
searching for some of the old
potters of whom I could not
find any. I read of the rich his-
tory and looked at the
Historical Society’s collection
and dreamed Red Wing would

be a perfect community to

revive stoneware manufactur-
ing in Minnesota. During the
early 1980s my family had an
opportunity to move to Red
Wing, and the concept of
reviving pottery manufacturing
moved to the forefront of my
activities.

In 1984 [ opened Falconer
Stoneware at our farm and con-
tinued my own style of pottery
production. At the same time |
began searching for the old
companies’ techniques and
developing a plan to move for-

ward with larger scale
stoneware production. A won-
derful individual, Wilma

Arnold, the widow of the Red
Wing Pottery'’s ceramic engi-
neer provided me with her hus-
band’s old technical records
which have served as the basis
for correctly reviving the old
stoneware methods. The
process of converting modern
potrtery materials to the old
style look involved two years of

experimenting. Most of the
materials used at that time were
either no longer available or
were of poor quality for modern
household use. The new formu-
las were developed to be
microwaveable, dishwasher safe
and ovenproof.

As the processes were devel-
oped the new Red Wing
Stoneware Co. was started in
1987. We currently feature the
traditional Red Wing decora-
tions on our ware like the
familiar Red Wing, Birch
Leaves, Spongeware, and Gray
Line Red and Blue Banding.
Our popular Blue Fern pattern
is an adaptation from my own
pottery experience. Each year
new decoration are added such
as Green Fern, Apple, Balsa
Branch with Pine Cones, and
an Old Time Santa Claus.

Many of the antique
stoneware advertising pieces

are most sought after by Red

Wing Collectors. We offer to
businesses, community clubs,
stores, centennial committees
and others the opportunity to
create their very own custom
decorated stoneware. Often
these custom items have quick-
ly moved to the collectors mar-
ket. Our Cherry Band pitchers
have been especially popular
for custom logos along with
various sizes of crocks, mugs
and bowls. Upon visiting our
showroom you may view many
of these special custom items in
our displays. Each year Red
Wing Stoneware releases our
collectible during the Red
Wing Collectors Society
Convention.

Congratulations to Collectors for
Upholding a Fine Tradition

Congratulations, collectors, on reaching the mile-
stone of 20 years with the society. 1997 is also a signif-
icant milestone for my family’s business, the Red Wing
Pottery Salesroom. We have been in operation for 30
years since the closing of the factory in 1967.

In an era when small family businesses rarely last
into their third generation of family ownership, our
business continues to be a healthy part of the retail
and tourist market of Red Wing. We have managed to
stay in business because of our willingness to change
and meet the demands of a changing market.

My grandfather and grandmother, Richard A. and
AdaBelle Gillmer, bought the retail outlet from the

Potteries when they liquidated in 1967. R.A. was the .

last president of the Potteries. They were faced with
the challenge of keeping customer interest as the
inventory of Red Wing pottery quickly was depleted.
Their solution was to evolve the store from carrying
only the closeouts of Red Wing Pottery to carrying
pottery, dinnerware and gifts from around the world.
They were very successful with this transition and the
salesroom remained the number one tourist attraction
in Red Wing (some would argue that it was the only
tourist attraction in Red Wing at this time).

My aunt, Susan Gillmer, then took over the helm
of the business and was faced with greater competition
in the Red Wing area with the renovation of two
major tourist attractions, the St. James Hotel and the
Pottery Place. She kept our store prominent by devel-
oping the sales of dinnerware. The salesroom was a
leader in our market for our large selection and low
prices on dinnerware. Susan also added Loons and
Ladyslippers, our Minnesota gift store, which has been
very successful, and probably was the first “Minnesota
store” in the state. (Loons is in its 15th year of opera-
tion). Susan was also responsible for developing the
collectible lines in our gift gallery. She recognized the
growing demand for these lines, including the very

successful Dept. 56 line, and she positioned our store
as the main collectible store in the area.

[ have been with the family business for 5-1/2 years,
and my main challenge has been to face the increasing
competition with dinnerware stores. We used to com-
pete with just Daytons in this marketplace. Now we
compete with Daytons, Macys, Bloomies, outlet stores,
and discount stores which are now carrying dinner-
ware. What is the incentive for a tourist to drive to
Red Wing to buy from us when they have these other
stores from which to choose?

My solution has been to try to offer at our store a
unique product that consumers cannot get anywhere
else, and to give them an attraction besides just buying
product (after all, the Mall of America has Camp
Snoopy). Our shoppers have always been hungry for
pottery made in Red Wing. Therefore, with John
Falconer’s prodding, | increased our inventory of his
Red Wing Stoneware line and I gave it a more promi-

nent position at the front of our store.

My next step was a little more significant. 1 hired
two potters to begin making salt-glazed porttery. |
wanted to respond to this demand for Red Wing made
pottery, but I did not want to directly compete with
John Falconer since he has been doing an excellent
job with his replicas of the bristol glaze era which Red
Wing produced from 1900 to the 1930s. Salt-glazed
pottery was produced in the late 1800s in Red Wing
and, as many of you know, was all wheel thrown and
hand decorated. Its color and style is different enough
from the bristol glaze line that 1 felt that we would be
able to sell both lines without competing with one
another.

As any retailer will rell you, the main trick to run-
ning a store is to get store traffic. [ hope to continue
attracting customers by offering them our locally made
pottery. Customers can only buy our salt-glazed line at

our store, and they can have the opportunity to inter-
act with our potters who wheel throw right in a
remodeled area of our showroom. Our potters, Scott
Keith and Mark Connolly, have both had 10 years of
salt-glaze experience, and they truly are skilled arti-
sans. They have managed to produce a line that is very
similar to the original Red Wing salt-glaze, both in
color and design. In order to protect the collector, we
stamp each piece and date it. This marking also adds
to the lines collectibility, and with our limited produc-
tion, we only make around 400 pieces a month. We
are hearing that the values in the secondary market
are rising. A “first firing” piece recently went at an
auction for 10 times its original value.

I would encourage all of you to visit our showroom
to watch and learn from our potters, and to invite you
to check out our salt-glazed pottery. With values of the
original salt-glaze rising into the tens of thousands of
dollars, hopefully, you'll find that our line is a nice col-
lectible alternative. We currently make four annuals:
one for Christmas, a midwinter, a Mother’s Day piece,
and an anniversary firing. The anniversary firing is
scheduled to be ready for convention. Each piece in
the kiln will be stamped with a special anniversary
stamp. Be sure to arrive early for this kiln opening.
Last year everything sold out during the first day.

1 have a feeling that like my family’s business, Red
Wing collectors are here for the long term, keeping
the Red Wing Pottery tradition alive. We'll see you
over the next 20 years.

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Society Inducts Three into Hall of Fame

The twentieth anniversary
of the Red Wing Collectors
Society is a fitting time to
begin honoring members who
have made major contributions
by inducting them into the
newly formed Hall of Fame.
Each inductee will be honored
with two plaques. One of
which will be retained by the
society and displayed during
the conventions. The other
plaque will be given to the Hall
of Fame member or to his/her
surviving family.

The three people who will
be included in the highest
honor the Society has ever
bestowed upon any of its mem-
bers are Lyndon Viel, David
Newkirk and Dennis Yaeggi.

Lyndon Viel will always be

remembered as an important
person to the RWCS. His inter-
est in Red Wing was one of the
important factors in the
Society’s beginning. In fact, his
article about Red Wing which
appeared in the August, 1976
issue of the Antique Trader
started it all. He authored three
books about stoneware, The
Clay Giants, The Clay Giants
Book 2, and The Clay Giants
Book 3. He was always willing
to share his vast knowledge
about the Red Wing stoneware
industry and was instrumental
in the growth of the Society.
He always thoughrt of collecting
as an adventure.

The Society will forever be
indebted to David Newkirk for
organizing interested collecrors

into the group that has attract-
ed world-wide attention and is
know known as the Red Wing
Collectors Society. He says the
he first became interested when
his mother-in-law gave him
(and, of course, his wife
Lorraine) a 3 gallon crock as a
gift. His interest in pottery, and
especially Red Wing, grew until
he read Lyndon Viel's article in
The Trader. He contacted
Reverend Viel. They met and
discussed Viel’s upcoming book
and the possibility of a newslet-
ter. The next summer Dave
organized the first convention
in Red Wing. At that conven-
tion, the people in attendance
decided that they would like to
have another one the following
year. They decided that they
should organize and elected

Dave the first president of the
Society.

Dennis Yaeggi was a long-
time collector of Red Wing
who served for too short a time
as the RWCS’s president.
Dennis was a dynamic presi-
dent who, according to other
members, was leading the
Society in the right direction.
He was known for having an
“unbelievable collection” and
for having spectacular affection
for mini jugs. Members said
that it was fun to watch Dennis
at the annual auctions. It is
part of Society lore that when
Dennis spied something he
wanted, he bid with such
enthusiasm, that others would
stand back and watch the mas-
ter with awe. One collector

said that, “He had a unique way
with people.” His untimely
departure “was a tragedy for the
whole Society.”

All three of these men have
made contributions to the
Society that have allowed it to
become what it is today—one
of the largest collecting groups
in the nation with the largest
volunteer-operated convention.
All of our members thank these
men for having this passion for
Red Wing clay products and for
helping the Society get stared
and stay vibrant, Welcome ro
the Red Wing Collectors
Society Hall of Fame.
