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New Museum Showcases
Impact of Red Wing Pottery

n July, the Red Wing
ICollecr:ors Society Found-

ation will proudly open a
new museum dedicated solely to
the display, preservation and
collection of locally produced
potrery.

The plans for the museum
have been long in the minds of
the nine board members of the
foundation. However, what real-
ly got the ball rolling was a
“vision committee” 10 years ago.
Since then, planners have
worked persistently and are now
about to enjoy the fruits of their
labor.

Walking into the museum,
visitors will be transported back
to the days of Red Wing Pottery.
The museum, which is in the
former Minnesota Stoneware
Co. building at 2000 Old West
Main, includes many displays to
showcase Red Wing Pottery. An
old fashioned potters’ wheel and
glass cases featuring Red Wing
pieces are some of the highlights
of the museum. The pieces cho-
sen for the museum cover all the
stages of Red Wing, starting
with the crocks and salt-glazed
work and ending with art pot-
tery and dinner ware. The pieces
are displayed in chronological

order to take the visitor on a
journey through time. Overall,
the museum will showcase
between $2 million and $3 mil-
lion worth of artifacts and never
before seen pieces. Since Red
Wing Pottery is becoming more
and more valuable, the museum
offers a chance for collectors to

view pieces the majority can't

afford to buy.
For this museum, finding the

right sport for the museum was
crucial. “This is the perfect loca-
tion for the museum because it is
where the pottery was actually
made. We were really lucky

because the owner, Ed Rymer,
was really forthcoming with the
whole project,” stated Found-
ation President John Key.

Volunteerism is the theme
behind the museum’s planning,
sponsorship and operation. All
the work done by members of
the Foundation Board has been
100 percent volunteer, pieces
have all been donated, and the
museum will be run by a volun-
teer staff. The museum will be
open from 10 a.m. to 7 p.m. dur-
ing the summer, and 10 a.m. to
6 p.m. during the winter, operat-
ing under the same hours as the
surrounding stores. While the
museum may not always be
manned, all staff of stores in the
building are being trained with
information about the museum
so they can answer questions if
needed. A continuously run
video will also be played for visi-
tors.

One main objective of the
museum is to educate people on
the significance of Red Wing
Pottery. “Red Wing made the
best stoneware in the U.S. What
we're doing is show-casing a

company that made a quality
complete line,” stated board
member Larry Peterson. There is
a classroom in the museum
where visitors can learn in more
detail about pieces they are
interested in. An interactive
area for children to play with
clay is on the drawing board for
the museum, as well as a touch
and feel area.

Organizers said the new
museum will complement the
Goodhue County Historical
Museum nicely, “We are in no
way meant to compete with the
museum,” stated board member
Diane Hallstrom. While the
county museum has a vast
amount of information and his-
tory to cover, the new museum
has the opportunity to focus
only on Red Wing Pottery. Key
said, “It supports and validates
what they've done all along.”

All members of the board
expressed the importance of the
county museum's success in
making their own museum a
reality. “We plan on doing a lot
of cross-promotion with the
county museum,” Larry Peterson
explained. “If people come to

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our museum and are interested in more
general information, or other historical
events from the area, we can point them
in the direction of the Goodhue
Museum. Or, if someone is at their
museum and wants more information on
Red Wing Pottery, we hope they will
send them down to our museum.”

Another feature intended to be
added to the Red Wing Collectors
Society Foundation Museum is a cross-
section window representing “the
dump” which was used to dispose of
unacceptable pottery pieces by the fac-
tory. The museum wants to make the
importance of the dump known,
because many Red Wing pieces aren’t

marked, and the dump stands as the
only thing left to validate them.

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Belle Kogan’s Talent Shines
in Red Wing Pieces

The world of pottery lost one of its premier design-
ers this past year. Belle Kogan, designer of around
400 art pottery shapes for Red Wing, died on
August 19, 2000 at the age of 98.

Kogan was born in Russia in 1902 as Bella Cohen
and immigrated to the United States at the age of 4.
The Cohen family settled in Bethlehem, Pa., where her
father opened a jewelry store. Her love for designing
began in her father’s store, and she began to draw and
create her own designs. Salesmen who visited the store
noticed her talent and encouraged her to take some
mechanical drawing classes at Bethlehem High School.
The first and only girl in these classes, she was so talent-
ed that she was asked to teach the introductory class fol-
lowing her graduation in 1920.

Next, Kogan began taking classes at Pratt Institute,
but her father needed her to help with his business,
which forced her to quit school. She spent the following
eight years gaining business experience at the store, tak-
ing art classes on the side.

At age 27, Kogan had her first professional training
during a summer course at New York University. It was
during this time she realized, “ a design didn’t just grow,
it had to be developed.” Upon completing the course,
she was offered a job working as a color consultant for a
plastics company, and later that year she joined the
design staff of Quaker Silver Co. in Artleboro, Mass.
While her career was taking off, Bella Cohen decided to

change her name
to Belle Kogan.
She continued her
studies at the
Rhode Island
School of Design
and soon embarked
on one of the most
influential journeys

of her life.

Her boss sent
his promising
young designer to
study at the
Kuntsgewerbe
Schule in
Pforzheim,
Germany, in 1939.
Kogan gladly took
the 15-month trip
and had the time of
her life. At the
school, where she
spent a-year, Kogan
learned new
designs, graphics
and drawings,
while atrending
lectures. Kogan
took little trips each weekend while studying at the
school and in an article said, “for you can run wild when
you're young,” of her weekly excursions. After her tute-
lage, Kogan toured Europe for several months
visiting museums and factories in France,
Austria, northern Germany and former
Czechoslovakia. The European designs she
saw influenced most of her later work.

After returning to New York, she
decided she had outgrown her current job and
couldn't commit herself to only one business.
This decision resulted in the opening of her
own industrial design studio in 1931. Kogan
struggled early on due to the fact that she was
a young woman in a male dominated field.
However, Kogan’s perseverance and rtalent
soon set her apart from the competition.
Though the country was in economic depres-
sion, she caught
the attention of
several promi-
nent companies.
This led to work

designing for silver manufacturers Reed & Barton and
Towle Manufacturing Co.

Kogan’s relationship with Red Wing Pottery began
when Red Wing commissioned her to design 150 pieces
from which came the Belle Kogan 100. These designs
were highly promoted by the company and appeared in a
catalog along with former Rum Rill pieces now under
Red Wing ownership and name.

By 1939, Kogan had developed the Terra-Craft line
which combined “simple classic lines with handwork
and tooling.” Though pieces from this line didn't look it,
they were slip-cast molded and then covered with marks
and ridges after production. This same year, she designed
19 figurines, known as ash receivers, coming in the form
of dags, cats, and a menagerie of other animals.

The Magnolia Group was Kogan's project for the
next year. She decorated all the pieces with magnolia

leaves and the line resembled the once popular Rum
Rill line. The elegant leaves and classic colors creat-
ed a line that would find itself appropriate on rables
today.

During the World War II, Kogan struggled slight-
ly because consumers didn’t have the money or time
to worry about the design of what they bought.
However, after the war the “American made” craze
sweeping the county helped her business tremen-
dously.

With the coming of Art Portery in the fifties, Red
Wing once again called on Kogan to design stylish
new series. Some her art pottery lines of the Fifties
are Tropicana, Textura, and the Deluxe Line.

Kogan's other popular contributions to Red
Wing Pottery include the dinnerware Fondoso,
Fancy Free, Caprice, Country Garden, Desert, Iris,
Lanterns, Plum Blossom, and Zinnia.

By 1960, a Louisville, Ky. newspaper stated, “...so
many of the nation’s houseware men have been her

clients it's safe to bet every second kitchen in the

. U.S. has a Kogan designed dish or glass.”

Kogan designed her biggest seller for Red Wing
after a routine visit to the dentist. She was sitting in
the dentist’s chair and saw the angular shaped roots
of a tooth, inspiring her to rush home and develop
her Prismatique Line. The design was applied to 15
different shapes and was made in five different col-
ors. The popular line, created in 1962, sold until
1965.

Shortly after the birth of the Prismatique Line,
Kogan designed the Belle Line, her last line for Red
Wing.

Throughout her career, Kogan wrote articles in
many well-known magazines, ranging from
Housewares Buyer to Woman's Day. Readers
responded well to Kogan's articles because she was a
well-respected woman who provided elegant designs
yet affordable and practical ideas.

Honors earned by Kogan include being the
founder and longtime chairman of the New York
chapter of the Industrial Designers’ Institute and
having a testimonial dinner held in her honor by the
Institute. She also was named in “Who’s Who in
American Women” and “Who's Who in Commerce
and Industry.”

Kogan closed her New York office in 1970 and
moved to Petach Tiqva, Israel where she worked for
K.V. Design for two years. The market in Israel
wasn't ideal for her designing and she decided to
retire. After retirement she enjoyed traveling the
world and made stops all over the globe including
Greece, France and Turkey. She remained in Israel
until her death,

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Kid’s Seminars—
The Future of the Society

hrough the efforts of this

year’s convention, col-

lectors of the future will
begin their relationship with
the Red Wing Collectors
Society,

In order to continue the mis-
sion of the RWCS, Society
members felt it was important to
expand the educational aspect
of the annual convention to
include children. The “Kids
View” of Red Wing classes were
born to facilitate this need.

Last year, the “Kids View”
classes premiered at the conven-
tion. During the first seminar,
eager learners heard about the
history of Red Wing. Though it
was not advertised, 30 kids par-
ticipated, boasting rave reviews.
This year’s seminar promises to
be bigger and better, with excit-
ing activities planned.

Organizers felt classes for
children were vital to staying
committed to their cause.
“What we have tried to focus on
is trying to get the whole family
involved. An important part of
our mission statement is pre-
serving the legacy of Red Wing
Pottery. In order to do this, we
must involve children, who are
our future,” said Wendy
Callicoat, chairwoman of the
children’s seminar.

Another important purpose
of the seminar is to get kids
excited about the pottery Red
Wing made. “It's fun, it's educa-

tional and it's excit-
ing for the kids,” Sue
Jones Tagliapietra,
chairwoman, said of
the classes. “A lot of
emphasis for adults in
Red Wing is looking
at rare items. For kids,
we want to look at
common things that
will be reinforced all
year long.” By teach-
ing kids about things
they will come in
contact with; the
classes give kids
something to identify
with whenever they
see the type of work
they studied.

With the addition
of these classes, the
convention becomes
accessible to more
people. Now it is con-
venient for people
with children to plan trips to
Red Wing as family vacations.
“We know that if we don’t pro-
vide them with something fun
to do, they won’t bring the
kids,” Callicoat said. Both co-
chairs didn’t want parents to
have to be limited in choosing a
family vacation versus an adult
one, so they combined the two.

In the classes, activities are
planned that address all learning
styles. With visual, hands-on,
and oratorical learning, they
hope to connect with each par-
ticipant. The classes are only 10
to 15 minutes long, in realiza-
tion of the short attention spans
of children,

On Thursday, the first day of
the convention, kids have the
chance to get their hands dirty
and paint a little jug or dinner
plate. At 3 p.m., there will be a
“kids only” auction in which
kids may bid on donated pottery
and stoneware using their own
stash of “Red Wing bucks.”

Classes on the past Red
Wing Collectors Society
Commemoratives and how they
were made are being offered on
Friday. The 2001
Commemoratives will be
released on Thursday morning.
Available later in the day are
seminars on the animal fig-
urines, and a “how to start a col-
lection” class at
beginning and
intermediate
levels.

Antique Collectors’ Journal
will be featuring articles written
by the children, so all involved
have the opportunity to tell
about their experiences during
the weekend:

In order to participate, chil-
dren must be members of the
Red Wing Collectors Society
and also be registered for the
convention.

Another feature of this year's
children’s seminars is that
besides the action inside the
classroom, Callicoat says she
wants to get the kids involved
in some local fun. “Many people

who visit Red Wing for the con-

to do in town,” Tagliapietra
said. A list of activities to do in
the area will be printed and
handed out.

bviously, the Red Wing experi-
Oence has changed over the last

twenty plus years. One of the
most noticeable changes is the price Red
Wing commands today versus twenty-
three years ago. But let's forget about
prices, let’s forget those dynamite pieces
that have appeared since then, let’s for-
get the thousands of people that now
attend the convention. For a short while
let's go back to the 1978 Red Wing
Convention and reflect on what it was
like during those “early years.”

At once, it is apparent that during the
early years we did not know a lot about
Red Wing products, our knowledge base
was far from perfect. If stoneware items
were not marked Red Wing we thought,
“Could they be Red Wing?” If brown
pitchers had a star raised or indented on
the bottom, “Were they North Star?”
Those Kentucky mini-jugs with oblong
shapes and Minnesota advertising, “How
could they not be Red Wing!” People
were excited about the North Star jugs
and crocks they were finding. You know,
the ones with white glaze and a blue star
in a circle. Of course, those rolling pins
with Iowa, Nebraska, and Minnesota
advertising “must be Red Wing.”

Our collecting tastes were different
then. Those pantry jars with blue bands
were ok, but give me a quart brown wax
sealer anytime. Heck, we could not find
them in Minnesota,
Wisconsin or lowa so we
relied on Kansas to satis-
fy our demand.

It was obvious that
those of us who attended
the 1978 convention did
not necessarily collect
just particular pieces, we
collected everything
marked Red Wing and
most of the stuff with no
marking. We reveled in
finding similar items
with different stoneware
company signatures.
We hunted high and
low for that rare compa-
ny signature. We cata-
logued the different
markings, gave names to
the various designs used
on salt glaze items, mea-
sured the sizes of the red
wing, and listed all the
different ovals that were
used. The end of the
convention saw newly
bought copies of The
Clay Giants worn
thin from use.

It was at the 1978 convention that the
highly sought after first and second con-
vention commemoratives were issued.
You know, the brown jug and the salt
glaze crock. Both were wheeled out on a
flat bed and members picked up one or
more of each and paid the five bucks for
them. Most of us only took one of each.
BIG MISTAKE!

Perhaps what stands out most is the
attitude of the 250 people attending the
convention. Discussions were heard in
motel rooms and on the street about how
good the clay of Goodhue County was
for stoneware, the mystery of North Star
Stoneware, and where could more
stoneware be found. It was a small
group; newcomers were made welcome.
It was a relaxed group; when time ran out
before all the speakers were done, they
just gave their presentations the next
day. It was an inquisitive group; people
read anything and everything to learn
more about the stoneware industry in
Red Wing. It was a caring group; people
cared about collecting and cared about
sharing ideas.

There are many similarities between
1978 and 2001 bur thar is another story.
For now, let us be thankful that one of
those ties that bind us is the love and
pride in the stoneware made by those
past workers of the “pot shops” of Red
Wing.
