Convention Proves N ewsworl:l'ly Year after Year

“Pottery crazy”

Republican Eagle headlines have pro-
claimed the happenings of Red Wing
Collectors Society conventions through-
out the years. The stories have touched
on everything from “ugly” Red Wing to
rare noontime pieces.

Burt the annual influx of visitors from
across the nation didn’t always cause a
flurry of activity and banner stories in the
newspaper.

In 1977, 99 people attended the orga-
nizational meeting and banquet in Red
Wing. There was little fanfare. As
founder Dave Newkirk of Monticello,
Minn., recalled nearly a decade later,
“The first year people thought it was a
reunion of old pottery-makers.”

It didn’t take long for locals to realize
the second week of July is prime time to
hold auctions and garage sales if you have
pottery to sell. The classified advertise-

ments soon began to stress that pottery
items were for sale.

Within five years, the convention had
swelled to three days. Exhibits, sales, lec-
tures and fellowship kept the 650 partic-
ipants busy. Anything unusual or rare
was fodder for convention news.

The city's storm sewer extension pro-
ject on Highway 58 the summer of 1981
unearthed some rare Philleo pieces. They
were news again the next summer when
the R-E reported on an exhibit at the
sixth collectors convention. William
Philleo started throwing pots in the late
1860s, according to the July 10 edition.
The exhibit featured the recovered pieces
believed to be from his original work
yard.

In other news from the 1982 conven-
tion, the Republican Eagle reported that
a 6-gallon, salt-glazed water cooler sold
for $1,400 — the high bid of the night
— at auction. Spongeband pieces that
sold briskly included a butter bowl
($250), baled butter jar ($110) and juicer
($240).

Pottery “gems” were big news in 1985.
The paper gave 50-50 odds that a woman
attending the convention would be

sporting some kind of Red Wing neck-
lace or pin. A miniature jug strung from a
chain or ribbon was the most popular
item.

“Echoes of the Past” was the theme in
1988. Membership had grown to 2,482.
The Red Wing Collectors Society insert
in the R-E featured historic photos of
workers in the clay pits, advertising slo-
gans of the John H. Rich Sewer Pipe
Work and a reprint of an article from the
early 1900s that new pottery “made eat-
ing peas a breeze.”

1992 marked the 25th anniversary of
Red Wing Potteries’ demise and the 16th
collectors convention. From a “A worri-
some strike” to “Potteries is Dead,” sto-
ries from the R-E archives taught a new
generation of collectors (or reminded an
old one) about how one of this city’s
namesake industries came to an end.

And the death of an business led to
the birth of an organization that some
collectors agree has grown into an obses-
sion. The supply of old pottery is limited.
The number of collectors keeps growing.
So if you want something special, you'd
better be willing to pay — or hunt hard
for a bargain, members told the newspa-
per over and over in some fashion or

other in the 1990s.

“Dedicated” is how Arlene Running
of Harvey, N.D., put it in 1996.
“Fanatical” better described it in husband
Arley’s opinion.

As happens at apparently all of the
conventions, some collectors come look-
ing for that elusive item “like grandmoth-
er had” or that old crock they gave away
“before I knew what I had.”

Even antique dealers have regrets, as
Jack Valek of Spring Park, Minn., told
the R-E in 1982: “I sold some good pieces
before 1 decided to start collecting.”

Buyers and sellers know it. The four-
day convention now officially lasts closer
to eight or nine days as enthusiasts arrive
the weekend ahead to scout out not only
the pottery but anything that's changed
in Red Wing.

No doubt, makeshift pottery stands
again will dot neighborhoods and parking
lots as hundreds of the society’s more
than 6,500 members arrive. As the July
10, 2001, R-E made clear, “Convention
is big business.”

We'll find out what 2002’s headlines
will bring the week of July 7.
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the current President of the Southwest
Redwingers and Jerry is a Director and
President of the Nebraska Redwingers, as well
as a Director of the Southwest Redwingers. In
addition, they maintain memberships in sev-
eral other chapters, including lowa, the
Gopher Chapter, Puget Sound, and
Siouxland. They have also recently estab-
lished the Schleich Pottery, Dinnerware and
Stoneware Collection museum in Lincoln,
Nebraska, to display their collection.

Jerry and Lou continue their life-long real
estate careers at HOME Real Estate, the
largest real estate firm in Lincoln, which they
started, but which is now owned and man-
aged by several of their children. Retirement
is not included in Jerry’s and Louise’s plans
for the near future.

Jerry and Louise’s goal is to have a represen-
tative piece of stoneware, dinnerware and art
pottery produced by the Red Wing Portteries
in the various production eras for their muse-
um, and so the search for Red Wing goes on
and on and on!!

piece commemoratives produced needed
greater time than was available in 2001. The
result of working for a long time with the
engineers at Western Stoneware is what is
hoped to be a very unique 25th Anniversary
Commemorative. The quality of the piece is
outstanding and should make a nice addirion
to one’s collection.

Holly and John are both cmpl(}yces of
HealthPartners in the Twin Cities. Holly is a
senior programmer analyst for the health plan
and involved in electronic commerce, while
John is vice president and chief financial offi-
cer of Hudson Hospital. John used the expe-
riences from being Commemorative Manager
to have Western Stoneware reproduce an
original Western bowl as a thank you gift to
donors of the capital campaign that is going
on as part of the building of the new Hudson
Hospital. So if you see a blue striped bowl on
Ebay with a Hudson Hospital logo on it, its
new, and was never produced by Red Wing.

But the city is home to a few pieces of
stoneware that still serve their original
purpose, from chandeliers to headstone
planters.

“There are so few pieces around any
more. It's getting harder to find them,”
said Dave Hallstrom, the convention’s
former chairman who now serves on the
board of the foundation's museum.

“They're being taken out of the pub-
lic’s eye,” Hallstrom said, telling one
story about a group of umbrella stands at
an Elks Club near Milwaukee. The story
goes that the stands were sold — and the
money raised was used to reroof the
building.

Even as distinct pieces of Red Wing
stoneware disappear into the memories of
those familiar with them, there are a few
areas in the city in which the remaining
pieces stand as testaments to another era.

e Chandeliers at Nybo's Lanes —
Designed and manufactured by Red
Wing Pottery in 1962, 15 green and yel-
low chandeliers in the shape of bowling
pins hung in the 10-lane portion of the
former Nybo’s Bowling Lanes located
where LaGrange Park is now. Owner Bob
Nybo reinstalled them at the current
location of the bowling alley at 233
Withers Harbor Drive in 1984.

They remained there until 1996,
when the Bierstube was remodeled. Since
then, Nybo has sold one and has the
remaining 14 in storage, but he’s willing
to display one to curious visitors.

“They’re pretty unique. At that time
everything was Red Wing Pottery,” he
said, including dozens of dinner plates
(which have also been taken out of use).

e Planters at Oakwood Cemetery —
“The cemetery has some of the most
lunch hour-type pieces,” Hallstrom said.
Several areas of the cemetery are home
to planters that were once used as sewer
pipe.

Made by Red Wing Sewer Pipe Co.,
which produced lesser-grade stoneware,
the pieces were given new life when dec-
orative additions were molded and dates
were carved. The result? Distinctive
planters in one of the state’s most scenic
cemeteries. “It's really a piece of folk art,”
Hallstrom said.

Several headstones have local connec-
tions as well. When you get to the main
intersection at the cemetery, take a left
and head toward the water tower. Take
another left. Several headstones, planters
and urns can be found in that area.

the back porch of the 145-year-old
Lawther Octagon House at 927 W. Third
St. were removed recently. Yet until just
a couple years ago they led the way to the

driveway, placed there by former owner
Dolores Callstrom.

They are pictured in the second book
of “Clay Giants” by Lyndon Viel. “I can’t
remember where we got them,”
Callstrom said, adding that her husband
installed the stones in the early 1970s.

Current owner Penny Stapleton is
planning to place the stones on the lawn
around a birch tree, where visitors once
again can witness a piece of Red Wing
history at work.

¢ Tile caps throughout downtown —
Walk downtown and look up. The
facades of many of the older buildings are
worthy of a mention. Tile caps line the
top edge of the facades. Produced in the
‘20s and ‘30s by Red Wing Sewer Pipe
Co., the tiles are fairly prominent pieces
of downtown's architecture.

some of his helpers to show us how to bid and
what we needed to do. At the beginning of
the first kids seminars, all the kids got a bag
with a whole bunch of goodies like coloring
books and crayons, and fifty Red Wing Bucks.

Dwight Eisenhower came for
the dedication of the new
Highway 63 bridge connecting
Red Wing and Wisconsin, Red
Wing Pottery made commemo-
rative ashtrays. About a half
dozen of those were dipped in
gold. One of those is now on
display at the museum.

The sharing of these pieces
— whether through donation or
loan — is indicative of how col-
lectors and their families have
responded to the museum,
Hallstrom said. Foundation
members have received numer-
ous letters and calls. “It has real-
ly been well received,” she said.

One of the museum’s main
objective remains education.
The potteries — from
Minnesota Stoneware to North
Star to Red Wing — played key
roles in the development of this
region. The number of informa-
tive displays also is increasing.

“We’re going to get some
neat old pictures, too, hopefully -
before the convention,”
Hallstrom said.

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Tiny Commemoratives;
Enormous Value

Some of these pieces have appreciated
in value dramatically, increasing from a
few dollars to a few thousand dollars.
Produced annually, commemoratives are
sold to members only in conjunction
with the annual convention in Red

Wing.

The concept of issuing a miniature ver-
sion of a piece of Red Wing stoneware or
art pottery was slow to catch on. At the
first convention in 1977, only 250 little
crocks were made — and they didn't all
sell. Members could buy them for $7.50;
today they sell for more than $2,500.

Jewell Peterson, a charter member from
Red Wing, remembers it well. She was in
charge of the commemorative, and
arranged for a Wisconsin potter to make
them. She had just six of the crocks made
with a butterfly design, making them
even more rare and
valuable — if you
can find them.

The problem is
that membership in
the Collectors
Society has grown
into the thousands,
and all of them
would like to have a
complete set of
commemoratives.
With only 250 in
existence, that's just
not possible.

Because she was in
charge of them in 1977, Peterson took
the extras and sold them out of her
home. “The last one | had was bulbous,
blistered in the mold, but a guy came and
bought it. It was the last one on the shelf
in my basement,” she said.’

Nobody had any idea how valuable
they would become. “You see collections
for sale for up to $15,000 in the ads,”
Peterson said. Local officials verified that
one buyer paid $11,735 for a 1977-2001
set.,

The second year, clay dug from the old
pits near Goodhue was used to make 350
litctle brown jugs, which sold for $4.
Peterson got involved with the commem-
orative again in 1979, ordering 400 little
butter churns with lids and wooden dash-
ers from a Twin Cities potter.

“I had to stand and tell the guy exactly
how to make a good churn.” Hand-

turned on a potter's wheel, the churns
sold for $10. After that year, she said, a
committee took charge of the commemo-
ratives.

The sale price jumped to $12 in 1983,
when more than 1,000 were made for the
first time, then to $15 in 1992 and $20 in
1998. In addition, there was a special
crock for the 20th anniversary in 1997
that sold for $30. By the Nineties, pro-
duction had increased to 3,550, and in
1996 it passed the 7,000 mark.

Over the years, the society has pro-
duced commemoratives that hold appeal
for collectors with a variety of special
interests. There’s been a strong focus on
stoneware — crocks, jugs, pitchers and
the like, Peterson said. A few pieces have
been pottery, which includes the dinner-
ware, vases and decorative pieces.

“Pitchers are real popular,” she said. “I
love the spongeband pitcher.” However,
the first commemorative remains her all-
time favorite. “I'm very partial to that
one,” she said, and not just because she
had it made. “It was so symbolic of the
pottery — the crock.”

This year’s
B commemorative
| remains a closely-
held secret until the
first day of the con-
vention, July 11,
when it will be
| unveiled. The 25th
anniversary piece

will sell for $40.

Like many
collectors, Peterson
has bookcases filled
with Red Wing
despite the fact that

she recently sold much
of her collection. In addition to the soci-
ety's commemoratives, which can be
identified by the “Red Wing Collectors
Society” stamp, she collects commemora-
tives put out by the Cannon Valley
Chapter. Several chapters nationwide
produce their own memorabilia.

“It brings back good memories,” just
looking at the collections, she said. “Red
Wing is still my pride and joy.”

Peterson was known to pottery collec-
tors as “the crock lady of Red Wing”
before the Collectors Society even orga-
nized in 1977. Larry Peterson, one of the
founders, used to come to her country
antique shop on County Road 46 looking
for them. She has no family connection
with the pottery industry, but has always
loved antiques. A familiar site at area
auctions, she currently sells out of
Antiques of Red Wing on Main Street.
