This is the third year as
Commemorative
Manager and this year’s
project has progressed
very well. This year the
processes have been

pretty much the same as those followed for
last year. The most challenging goal each year
is to select a commemorative which is both
representative of the products produced by
the Red Wing stoneware and pottery compa-
nies and relatively unique. We receive numer-
ous suggestions for pieces from the various
categories of stoneware, art pottery and din-
nerware.

In choosing a piece, we look for an item
that firs with the general collecting practices
of our members and can be produced in signif-
icant quantities (6,300) at a reasonable price.
Sometimes we find ourselves spending more
timeon the ancillary pieces of a product such
as was the case with last year's ball lock jar.
Most times it’s an issue of finding a piece that
is not being produced commercially or in
large quantities by our Chapters. The other
key is to produce a piece that displays well
and fits the unofficial height limit of 7 inches.
Color, pattern, texture and thickness of the
reproduction determine if a piece is suitable
for use or not. In past years some pieces like
the art pottery piano didn't make the grade
due to the thinness of the walls of the repro-
duction. for myself, we eliminated some
pieces due to being unable to make the derail
defined enough. | believe this year the com-
memorative was able to meet all the qualifica-
tions.

 the fall meeting of 2002. A special
vote of thanks to the following mem-
‘bers who gave of their time and effort
to serve on that committee: Bruce
Cameron, Dan DePasquale, Kathleen
Johnson, Gordon Trelstad, John
Sagat, Paul Wichert, and Chair, Larry

Roschen.

Records show that this was the
third of three vision committees in
the 27-year history of the RWCS.
The committee was given its charge
by President, Corrinne Reed, at the
annual business meeting July 7, 2000
— to come up with the vision for
where the Society should be and
what it should look like in 2010. The
Committee was to identify a number
of short and long range goals to

accomplish the continued growth
and development of the Society, and
to further the purpose of the Society
as stated in the Preamble of the
Bylaws which states that “We the
RWCS are dedicated to the collec-
tion and preservation of Red Wing
and other American stoneware and
pottery. Our goals are to research the
history of pottery in America, to
share that information, to establish a
network of collectors, to bring collec-
tors together at an annual conven-
tion, and to encourage the buying,
selling, and trading of stoneware and
pottery. We look to expand the pub-
lic’s awareness of stoneware and pot-
tery, not only as an art form, but as a
historical reflection of American cul-
ture ;.."

In brief, the goals set by the Vision
Committee of 1986 were:

® to promote the Society and
recruit/retain members

® to provide a medium for the

exchange of Red Wing information
and ideas as well as Red Wing items
themselves

® to preserve a history of the
stoneware/pottery industry, to create
a body of knowledge through litera-
ture and other sources

* to provide the opportunity to

oneware items
manufactured in Red Wing, and
loyalty to the company that
employed them.

Olson was a key interviewer for
the project, which is a joint effort
by the Red Wing Collectors
Society and the Goodhue County
Historical Society. He spoke with
about 15 of the 60 individuals inter-
viewed. Transcripts of many of the
oral histories will be available dur-
ing the annual Collectors Society
Convention July 10-12.

“I loved the job of doing the oral
histories,” Olson said. “It was a
most interesting assignment.” He
particularly enjoyed the many top-
ics covered during his interviews.

“You talk to such a variety of
people who held different positions
at the potteries,” he said.
“Salesman, painters, clerks at the
retail store, a chemist, a supervisor
in middle management in charge of
personnel ....”

Despite their different jobs, the
workers had many things in com-
mon, Olson said. Foremost among
them, was “Their extreme loyalty
to the administration of the pottery.
(The workers) did not blame them
at all for the closing” of the potter-
ies during a strike in 1967.

“A few alluded to the fact that
the strike was really run by an out-
side group, and did not necessarily
represent the feelings of the work-
ers,” Olson said. Another of his
impressions was that many of the
workers were Scandinavian and
tended to be “reticent people” who
preferred to stay away from con-
flict.

A salesman he interviewed told
him the strike occurred just when
the potteries had started making
money by giving away dinnerware
as premiums with grocery purchas-

es.

Discussion of the strike evolved
from a set of questions all the inter-
viewers used, Olson said. They
included information about the
workers’ nationality and parents’
occupations, descriptions of their
specific assignments, and some
opinion questions such as whether

they felt their salary
was sufficient and
whether the admin-
istration accepted
their suggestions.

“They never com-
plained about the
wage,” he noted,
recalling one
woman who talked
about getting her
first job out of high
school, working as a
retail clerk. “She felt
it was the best job in
the world,” he said.
She considered it
one of the few good §
openings for a @
woman, and it car- {8
ried a better salary §
than many entry-
level workers were
getting elsewhere.

“Most of the people were very
cooperative and proud,” Olson
said. “Their identification with the
pottery was happy. They were
proud that they were part of that
history.”

Olson had ties to the potteries,
too. Growing up in the Welch area,
he used common items such as
field jugs and spongeware bowls at
home. When he was a young man,
he worked in production for a very
short time in the early 1940s.

“They tried to teach me to glaze

the inside of jars,” he explained.
The man showing him how to do
the job said he, too, could make 55

cents an hour in no time.
Unfortunately, he’s not the artistic
type, Olson said. “I wasn’t good at
it.”

Olson served in World War II
and later went into corrections. He
worked as superintendent at the
Red Wing State Training School,
now the Minnesota Correctional
Facility, and in Stillwater.

Red Wing pottery re-entered his
life while he was working at the
training school. The National
Training School Superintendents
Convention was held in Red Wing
in the late 1960s, Olson recalled.
The Gillmer family, which owned
the potteries, donated dye and
molds, enabling the school to make
the wing-shaped ashtray and an
octagonal ashtray to give as sou-
venirs to people attending the con-
vention.

In retirement, Olson has gotten
involved in the county historical
society as a D.A.S.H. program pre-
senter on corrections as well as an
interviewer, plus other volunteer
work. He’s a new member of the
society’s board. He figures that his
experience as a parole officer doing
interviews and preparing presen-
tence reports for the courts was
good experience for doing oral his-
tory interviews today.

Interviewing so many people
who were associated with the pot-
teries over the years provided

Oral History
Project Has
Roots in

What was it really like to make
big stoneware crocks? Paint floral
designs on plates by
hand? Market art
pottery at retail
shops?

About 60 indi-
viduals who were
connected to Red
Wing Potteries
over the years
shared their memo-
ries and feelings
through an oral
history project that
is just now coming
to fruition.

The Red Wing
Collectors Society
and the Goodhue
County Historical
Society have been
working together since the idea was
conceived several years ago. It took
a couple of years just to arrange the
funding and get the two organiza-
tions working together on the joint
venture, and about three more
years to do the interviews.

“We had the money and the
technical expertise,” plus the ability
to line up members and former
employees to be interviewed, said
Steve Brown, historian for the
Collectors Society.

The Goodhue County Historical
Society brought to the table logis-
tics and the ability and expertise to
do the interviews, he added. “It was

a synergy.”

The Collectors Society must
donate the interest revenue from its
assets to a nonprofit organization.
For years it has contributed to the
county organization.

next year the number of
kids participating also
increased. By 2002, there
were over 100 kids who
came with their families to
the Convention and par-
ticipated in the KidsView
seminars. Examples of the
activities included paint-
ing authentic Red Wing
dinnerware plates, making
mini Red Wing jugs, a sim-
ulated “Dump Dig,” and
the Kids Only Auction.

During the 2003 Red
Wing Collectors Society
annual July Convention,
there will be another

ground-breaking seminar.
The KidsView Seminar called “Creating
a Book on Red Wing Collecting for Kids,
by Kids,” will lay the groundwork for a
book beginning this year and will contin-
ue to add chapters over the next several
years, with the goal of having the book
published.

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Nationally known for her work with
children’s books, Nancy Bestmann will
attend the July Red Wing Collectors
Society Convention to help start this
project. Nancy Bestmann was born in
Mankato, Minnesota. She is known for
writing heartwarming children’s books.
In 1996 Nancy began to write and self

published her first book “Where Does
God Sleep Momma?” In 1997 she pro-
duced her second book, “Plant Your
Dreams My Child”. In 1998, Mark
Steven at age nine was inspired by his
mother and provided the story line for
“The Only True Incredible Me!”. In
1999 the book “Nana, Will You Write
Me From Heaven?” was published, A
fifth book “A Child Said a Prayer
Tonight” was published in September
2001. Nancy has sold over 50,000 copies
of her books

Bestmann’s role in leading the semi-
nar will have a goal of opening young
people’s eyes to a different aspect of Red
Wing Collectors Society history.

unique project.

In order for the kids to prepare for the
upcoming book project, information was pre-
sented in the bi-monthly Red Wing
Collectors Society newsletter. Some of the
things that the young people will need to
think about and do before they come to Red
Wing this summer include creating a design
for the cover of the chapter titled,
“Stoneware.” The kids' thoughts and designs
will be used throughout the entire book. The
kids need to think about how they want their
own page to look and then bring samples and
drawings of what they think their cover page
should look like. The drawings will be judged
and then finalists chosen.

The kids will work in groups, where they
will design page layouts. They will also discuss
a specific time period in the manufacturing of
Red Wing stoneware and crocks and learn
more about their history.

Another assignment is for them to see if
their family has any stoneware or crocks with

a personal history. They need to do some sim-
ple research about stoneware, using currently
published books as a reference, then write
their own story about the piece they have
researched. There will be volunteers there to
help the kids through the different steps and
to teach them how to bring the story to life
with words and photos.

This is a 4-5 year project for the Red Wing
Collectors Society. Each year they will take a
specific area of Red Wing, such as dinner-
ware, art ware, etc. and capture the different
aspects and characteristics of the topic. The
kids who participate will be the authors of the
book and each year they can continue their
involvement.

purchased for the project, and
some funds were used to pay for
transcriptions of interviews.

The two groups both drafted lists

of people to interview.

He acted as liaison to the histori-
cal society, Brown said, sending
Henn leads on people with infor-
mation or memories to share.
Museum staff also went through
local lists of former employees and
identified people who still are avail-
able. “We picked a lot of our older
members’ brains,” she said.

The historical society contacted
them and coordinated sessions with
interviewers and subjects at the
museum or in their homes — wher-
ever they were most comfortable.
Not all were videotaped, Henn
said. Some people just weren’t
comfortable with the camera.
About a dozen people did inter-
views.

The museum also arranged to
get the interviews typed. Most of
the work was done by volunteers,
Henn said, but some was contract-
ed. She explained that a push was
made to get the interviews — about
40 of them, some involving more
than one person — transcribed and
copies available at the July 10-12
convention.

“I have not seen the detailed
material transcribed,” Brown said
in a June telephone interview. But
he planned to come to Red Wing
in early July and begin reading
them.

Brown, who lives in Ottawa, Ill.,
is originally from Red Wing. He
joined the Collectors Society in
1979, while still attending Central
High School.

Collecting Red Wing was some-
thing he did with his father, the late
Dave Brown. They specialized in
lunch hour pieces and items with
Red Wing advertising — the kind of
unusual pieces that still are his
focus as a collector.

“Brown said he views ability to
obtain and distribute these oral his-
tories as exciting as acquiring actu-
al pieces. The data is crucial, he
believes.

“This type of information
enhances our appreciation for our
collectibles,” he explained, because
it helps people understand what
went into the production — the
dusty conditions, the heavy work,
the noisy train cars, working on a
90-degree summer day next to a
hot kiln.

“We wanted to get it before we
lost the ability to capture these
memories. We're starting to lose
significant numbers of our charter
members,” which includes many
former employees, designers and
painters.

Brown plans to spend the sum-
mer and fall poring through the
transcripts and “pull out nuggets of
information.” He intends to “con-
nect the dots as to what this means,
to add context.”

Just how the histories will be
used hasn’t been decided. “They
will always be available for
research” at the county museum
and probably at the pottery muse-
um as well, Brown said.

Beyond that, it’s possible peo-
ple’s memories will surface in the
form of articles or summaries in the
Collectors Society newsletter, or
perhaps some day in book form.

The important thing right now is
that the memories have been
recorded. “This phase of the pro-
ject — data acquisition — is coming
to an end,” Brown said, although
the two groups both are open to
following up additional leads.

“I don’t think we’re ever really
going to close the door on inter-
views.”

many different perspectives on the
local industry. Olson believes it’s
an important project, and a timely
one because so many of the former
workers are in their 70s or older.

As a collection of memories, he
added, “I think it’s valuable in the
sense that you’re hearing from the

people who were there. Tﬁey were
expressing feelings that they had
experienced.”
