As | complete the
fourth year of my term, |
look back at what pieces
we produced for the
commemorative and
wonder about some of

the choices made. |
believe on the whole, the types of products
produced by the various Red Wing companies
have been added upon to represent more of
the depth of products produced during the 90
years of Red Wing stoneware and pottery pro-
duction.

In making a selection for the commemora-
tive, the key determining factors are: look,
(height and size for display), ability to produce
7,000 quality pieces, cost, historical context
(anniversaries, major company events), origi-
nality (have the chapters done the item before
and in what quantity and size) and finally
commemorative collection integrity. Many an
excellent idea has been eliminated by the fac-
tors of look and ability to produce sufficient
quantities at a reasonable cost. Several
favorite ideas have been lost to great chapter
commemoratives too! (Katrina, Monk and
Baker cookie jars)

Commemorative collection integrity is
really the one key factor that determines if a
product that meets all the other criteria makes
it to final selection or not. As a resident of
Wisconsin, I'd love to select a badger on a
football as the commemorative, but it doesn’t
meet the last criteria of collection integrity.
Collection integrity is about selecting a piece

that was produced in quantity and known as a
Red Wing product. This doesn’t mean the
piece cannot be decorated with a unique or
scare decoration, as was the case for the 2000
Hamm's pitcher and the 1985 Ice Water
Cooler.

I see commemorative collection integrity
as part of the process of filling in the timeline
of products produced by the companies. In
looking ar the previous 27 commemoratives, |
categorize them into five groups: Salr Glaze,
Zinc Glaze, Household Ware (for use in the
house or farm from the Zinc Glaze era), Art
Pottery and Dinnerware. Within these care-
gories, the Society has produced 5 Salt Glaze,
9 Zinc Glaze, 8 Household Ware, 3 Art
Pottery and 2 Dinnerware commemoratives in
27 years. Within each category, there are
products, which have yet to have been includ-
ed in the list of commemoratives. The item
selected for 2004's commemorative will fill
one of the product niches in the timeline
within one of the categories.

The production, inspection, distribution
and mailing of the Commemorative each year
would not happen without the help of three
dozen volunteers who help before, during and
after the convention. [ want to thank each of
them for their hard work and dedication to
the Society and encourage members to
become a volunteer for the summer conven-
tion.

I look forward to working with my co-
chair, Matt Huepfel, during the next four
years, and we both encourage your participa-
tion in Society events as well as ideas for com-
memoratives.

The donation, made by retired local commercial
photographer Phil Revoir, consists of more than
1,000 photographic negatives.

About 860 are images of Red Wing pottery from
between 1953 and 1967 that Revoir photographed.
The remaining images show the local pottery

industry between 1900 and the 1930s.

“This donation is huge for Red Wing
Collectors,” foundation vice president Diane
Hallstrom said. “These are some phenomenal nega-
tives. The images are perfectly crisp and clear.”

The negatives, which were made into prints
thanks to a donation from the Red Wing
Collectors Society, will help Red Wing Pottery his-
tory buffs tell the early chapters in the industry’s
story.

“There’s not a lot of information out there.
There’s a lot of voids in pottery history,” foundation
secretary Dave Hallstrom said. “This donation
helps on the research end. It provides documenta-

tion of that time period and has a lot of
historical value.”

Revoir knows a thing or two about
historical value. As a lifelong resident of
Red Wing he collects and restores old
photographs in his spare time. He has
more than 7,000 historical photos of
Red Wing on file at his home. His love
of history and preservation fueled his
decision to donate the materials.

“You can't take it with you,” Revoir
said. “When I saw that they started a
museum | thought it would be a good
place to preserve those negatives.”

Preservation is also wvery
important to Revoir. When he
restored old family photos at his
business he made sure the one-of-a-
kind images were safe from possible
destruction. While in his possession
Revoir kept such treasures in a
three-ton fireproof safe.

To ensure his donation remains
intact for generations to come,
Revoir also generously donated the
safe.

Once initial research is complet-
ed Red Wing Collector Society his-
torian Steve Brown will take on the
enormous task of organizing
the photos into chronological
order for proper filing.

“There’s just so much to go
through that it will take a long
time,” Diane Hallstrom said.
“He wears white cotton gloves to
handle them and it takes a
knowledge of the thousands of
pieces Red Wing produced to
sort them. It takes a lot longer
than just shuffling through them
and slapping a number on
them.”

After Brown completes

the cataloging, the foundation

Fort Dodge and the Ties With Western

& Red Wing

The relationship between three of the largest
Midwestern Stoneware companies (Western, Fori
Dodge and Red Wing Stoneware) included patent
exchanges, the borrowing and use of company
markings and ulfimately the complete buy-outs of
companies. This seminar examines the chronology
of events that franspired between the companies cul-
minating in the establishment of all three businesses
in lowa. This relationship is the basis of the seminar
- to show the events that occurred as each business
desired a larger market share through company
expansion and incorporation. A slide show of
approximately 350 stoneware items produced in
lowa between 1859-1910 represents all of these
companies, their products and the ties that bound
the three companies together. (This was the 2004
Mid Winter Keynote.)

Greg Steffens began collecting lowa stoneware
about ten years ago when he inadvertently inherited
a piece of Fort Dodge stoneware from his mother-in-
law. (This seems like an opportune time o place
blame—it's ALL her fault.] One piece led to another
and the eventual desire to know the complete histo-
ry of the companies led to publishing “FROM
IOWA CLAY: THE STONEWARE OF FORT

in the Auditorium.

Reiss wrote, photographed and
self-published “Red Wing Art Pottery
Including Pottery Made for Rum
Rill,” “Red Wing Art Pottery Two,”
and “Red Wing Dinnerware Price
and Identification.” Combined these
three books are the reference authori-
ty for most Red Wing art pottery.
They help sellers and buyers properly
price pieces for sale or for auction on
eBay.

beautiful pottery so I started buying it
and collecting it,” Reiss said. “It was
old, beautiful and dirt cheap. 1 tried
not to spend more than an hout’s
wage for a piece of pottery.”

After a couple years had gone by
Reiss had amassed an impressive col-
lection of Red Wing art pottery and
got word of a convention for Red
Wing collectors in 1977. Reiss signed
up for the Red Wing Collectors
Society and drove all the way to Red
Wing for the convention only to dis-
cover that most everyone was collect-
ing stoneware, not art pottery.

Though he was a little discouraged
about the Collectors Society then, he
returned years later to find a fair bal-
ance between stoneware and art pot-
tery enthusiasts. His love for Red
Wing Art Pottery grew.

Reiss, who is now a well-estab-
lished commercial photographer in
Chicago, said his first book was really

just a midlife crisis project.

“I thought it would be cheaper
than buying a sports car,” Reiss said.
