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Belle Kogan — A passion for pottery

By Stacy Bengs
Republican Eagle staff

he late Belle Kogan is con-

| sidered to have been the

first American woman to be

called an industrial designer.

Bernie Banet, nephew of Kogan,

will be giving an education session

at the Red Wing Collectors

Society convention, and will
reflect on the life of his aunt.

Kogan was born as a subject of
the Czar of Russia in 1902, in what
is now Ukraine. “She and my
mother, her sister, were brought to

the USA in 1906,” explained

Banet.

The family of Jewish immigrants
settled first in the Lehigh Valley of
Pennsylvania in the towns of
Catasauqua, Allentown, and
Bethlehem. Eventually there were

The Depression changed her
career path, and a chance
encounter with a manufacturer of
silver products led to a refocus of
her artistic talent to the new field
of industrial design. “She became a
pioneer,” said Banet. She was an
active leader in the professional
societies formed to promote the
new profession.

Though a New Yorker for 50
years, Kogan retired in Israel, mov-
ing there in 1970. “For many years
she owned a country cabin in the
mountains north of New York
City, where as a child I spent many
delightful ~ vacation  weeks,”
explained Banet.

Kogan signed her first contract
to design art pottery for Red Wing

Potteries soon after Red Wing sev-
ered its business connections with
art pottery entrepreneur George
Rumrill, in 1937. Her first Red
Wing designs appeared in 1938
and she and her firm, Belle Kogan

Associates, went on to have design
contracts with Red Wing Potteries
in various times in the 1940’s, 507,
and 60’s.

“She was never an employee of
Red Wing, but rather an indepen-
dent design-
er,” explained
Banet. With
the assistance
of her col-
leagues  she
designed over
400 art pot-
tery shapes for
Red Wing.
“That’s a lot
of vases,
bowls, candle
holders,
planters, ash-
trays and fig-
urines. Of
course they
were manufac-

tured in the thousands
so there are plenty still
around to collect.

In addition to the art
pottery, she contributed
several Red Wing din-
nerware patterns and
shapes. “I think her
favorite Kogan Red
Wing dinnerware design
was Caprice, for which
she designed both the
shape and the pattern
that was painted on the
plates,” said Banet.

Her kitchenware
designs include Fon-
doso, which is admitted-
ly a very subtle addition

to the Gypsy Trail e
shapes. Shs desetves full Red Wing Potteries. Dinnerware. Fancy Free shape, Desert

Kogan’s designs for Red Wing
are diverse. “The company had its
finger on the pulse of what the
American market demanded in
low-priced ceramic pieces, and my
aunt had a great awareness of mod-
ern design trends in the US and
Europe, “ Banet explained. “What
was actually submitted and pro-
duced turned out to reflect a com-
bination of what the customers
were ready for and what she felt
was appropriate to the modern

»

age.

Kogan’s Red Wing shapes and
colors were inspired by classical
models, by contemporary trends,
and by commercial realities. For
the Belle Kogan 100 line, which
was introduced in 1938, she was
challenged by Red Wing Potteries
to produce 150 different shapes,
from which the company would
produce about 100.
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The inspiration for
some of these pieces is
clearly the so-called Art
Deco designs that were
popular in the 1930,
along with the classical
shapes from  Egypt,
Greece, and Asia. “She
didn’t have to go far to
find the classical inspira-
tion,” explained Banet.
“She logged many hours
at the Metropolitan
Museum of Art, absorb-
ing the heritage of hand-
made pottery.”

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tieth century was one of them.

“Because of the diversity, it’s
hard to say that you can instantly
identify a Belle Kogan. Some col-
lectors will tell you that the way to
identify a Kogan piece is to turn it
over and look for the “B” in the

mold number,” said Baten.

Kogan played an extremely
important role in the production
of Red Wing Pottery and her
pieces are sought after by pottery
collectors all over the U.S.

Potter At The Wheel

As part of this year's Convention activifies,
RWCS members will have the opportunity fo watch
a working polter demonstrating his craft. This
demonstration will take place in the cafeteria from
11:30 AM unfil approximately 1:30 PM on Friday.
If you want fo get your hands dirty, you can take
the wheel for a spin. You, too, can become a pot-
ter!

This window into the world of the potter is
brought to the RWCS by the Rowe Pottery Works of
Cambridge, WI. Rowe was founded in 1975 by
James Rowe. He purchased an old blacksmith shop
in the community and used his knowledge of salt
glaze pottery to produce crocks and jugs. Over the
years, Rowe has gained nafional recognition and
respect for the ability to produce authentic salt
glaze pottery which incorporates many of the forms
and processes used in 19th century America.

Today Rowe is in its 30th year, and many things
remain the same in the midst of change. Rowe
Pottery Works confinues to provide the finest in
handcrafted salt glaze pottery. In 2004, Rowe was
purchased by a Madison, WI. family business.
Under the direction of this new ownership, many
new forms and styles of pottery are being created.
These new pottery items reflect the requests of many
faithful collectors as well as the company’s desire to
adapt to the changing tastes of its customers.

As an added bonus, Rowe has produced a
miniature salt glaze butter churn which will be for
sale before, during and after the demonstration. It is
accompanied by an Albany slip lid and a miniature
dasher and pays homage fo the forms and decora-
tive patterns made by Red Wing.

John Sagat as been a member of the RWCS
since 1986 and a collector since the early 1980's.

he life of the late Red Wing

I pottery artist Hilda Lothner

Sell shows the devotion of a
lifelong passion for painting.

Helen Sell, daughter-in-law of
the late Hilda Lothner Sell,
explains how her life was eventual-
ly influenced by such an amazing
artist.

Born in 1880 in Varmland to
Emmanuel and Sofia Persson,
Lothner immigrated with her par-
ents to America at the age of ten
months. The family’s passage was
paid through to Red Wing, at the
time a city of 5,876 people accord-
ing to an 1800 census, but they
first settled in Esdaile, Wisconsin,
a small settlement near Bay City
with a population of predominate-
ly Norwegian and Swedish immi-

grants.

After Sofia’s death in
1891, Emmanuel Persson
moved with his four
daughters and one son to
Red Wing, and changed
his name to Lothner. In
1899, his name was listed
in the Red Wing City
directory, adding that he
worked as a steam engi-
neer at the Lutheran
Ladies Seminary.

Hilda graduated in
1904 from the seminary’s
two year program where
her courses were ground-
ed in drawing, she also
took courses in pyrogra-
phy (wood burning),
ceramics and painting.

Being financially sup-
ported by her family,

Lothner attended
School of the Art

Institute of Chicago as a day stu-
dent from 1906-1907. She then
later returned to teach painting at
the Red Wing Seminary in 1910-
1911.

By that time the art curriculum
had expanded and the seminary’s
catalog emphasized that “as pupils
advance they are instructed in
painting, watercolor, oils, china
painting, stenciling, leather work
and the history of art.”

Lothner was married to Alvin
Sell in 1919 and continued to
paint at their home in Trenton
Island through the 1920’s and 307.
She also gave private china paint-
ing lessons in her home at that
time and sold sets of individually
painted Red Wing china and pot-
tery to Red Wing residents.

Following her husband’s death
