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NEWS BRIEFS

ABOUT THE COVER
School may be out for the summer, but Red Wing water 
coolers are forever.

Water coolers made from clay and metal were the 
primary means for students to stay hydrated in the 
one-room schoolhouses that dotted rural America and 
Canada during the late 19th and early 20th centuries. It 
was here that all of the children from the area met for 
academic instruction, regardless of age or grade.

Usually there was only one teacher present, and teaching 
multiple grade levels was only one of her responsibilities. 
In the winter she would arrive at school early to start a fire 
and a hot lunch for the students. Older kids often helped 
the teacher by bringing water, wood and coal up to the 
school, while younger students assisted with janitorial 
duties like cleaning and wiping down the chalkboards. 
Due to low pay, teachers often boarded with a local family 
or stayed in a small room attached to the school.

The striking cover photo, which appears courtesy of 
vintage photo website www.shorpy.com, was captured 
by photographer Lewis Wickes Hine on Oct. 7, 1921. It 
shows a typical day at Sunset School in Marey, Wv. The 
children who came from impoverished homes are likely 
identified by their lack of shoes, sadly.

Although not a Red Wing piece, the full untouched photo 
above shows that there was indeed a stoneware water 
cooler sitting in the back of the room. 

More than a few RWCS members likely attended a one-
room schoolhouse where a Red Wing water cooler was 
present. These often sat on a metal stand and a push-
button spigot activated the gravity-fed water, which 
flowed through a metal pipe to a small, ceramic drinking 
fountain, or “bubbler” as it is warmly referred to in some 
areas of the Midwest. The water that wasn’t consumed 
drained through a metal pipe into a container on the 
stand’s shelf near the floor.

Many school supply companies included water coolers 
in their offerings, but very few are known to have ordered 
coolers with their names advertised on them. Five such 
companies are discussed in the article on page 11.

“INTRODUCTION TO DINNERWARE” VIDEO 
LENDING LIBRARY PROJECT
The “Introduction to Dinnerware” series of articles developed by RWCS Hall of 
Fame members Larry Roschen and Terry Moe covered all of the known Red Wing 
dinnerware patterns and appeared in the RWCS Newsletter between December 
2009 and February 2016. As a companion to the newsletter series, the RWCS video 
Lending Library will offer recorded seminars dealing with the same patterns. Several 
of the lines are already available for loan and the remainder will be made available 
over the next few years. Larry and Terry will present two or three educational seminars 
each summer. Each seminar will be presented only once, recorded and added to 
the library. This summer the seminars offered will be “Ebb Tide and Ceramastone”, 
“Concord” and “Provincial 1941 and other Lines of the 1940s”.

The seminars are mostly based upon primary source materials from Red Wing 
Potteries. Brochures, price lists, internal company documents, advertising materials 
and photos of dinnerware items provide the resources for the presentations. Some 
of the seminars that were previously presented weren’t recorded, so these seminars 
will be updated and given again to reflect information discovered since the original 
seminar. The seminars provide a much more detailed examination of the subjects 
than was possible in a two-page article. The video Lending Library includes DvRs 
and video tapes; a complete list of titles can be found at www.redwingcollectors.org.

THE MUSEUM GETS 
ITS OWN COLORING BOOK
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WARR PAINT 
RED WING’S WILLIAM WARR, JR.

There’s no shortage of information out there about famed Red Wing 
designer Charles Murphy, but the man who took Murphy’s place when 
he left the Red Wing Potteries in 1949? He deserves much more 
recognition than he’s been given.

William (Bill) Warr, Jr. served as foreman of the Red Wing Potteries 
decorating department from 1949 to 1954 and played an integral role 
in improving efficiencies and overseeing product quality. Pictured 
above, the most tangible work he left behind in the eyes of collectors 
is the Plum Blossom pattern and the iconic “Red Wing Handpainted” 
back stamp that identified thousands of Red Wing’s wares during his 
tenure at the Potteries – both of which he designed. Here’s a closer 
look at one of Red Wing’s lessen-known, but highly skilled designers.

Born May 4, 1917 in Toledo, OH, to versa E. gregory and William g. 
Warr, Sr., William gordon Warr, Jr. grew up geneva, Ny. He painted in 
watercolors from an early age and received several honors for his work, 
including the display of a painting at the Albright gallery in Buffalo, Ny.

Warr studied Commercial Art at Syracuse University from 1936 to 
1938 and then transferred to New york’s Alfred University, where he 
studied Ceramic Design. Upon graduating in 1941, he joined the U.S. 
Army and served until 1945. He was in the first convoy to Australia and 
served as a Technical Sergeant in anti-aircraft in the South Pacific for 
16 months. Returning to the states, he was stationed at Fort Ord in 
Monterey, CA, where he was being trained for the ground invasion of 
Japan when the war ended. He joined the Army Reserve in 1946 and 
served until his move to Minnesota in 1949.

He married Margaret Jane Doud in October 1943. Daughter, Sue, and 
son, Bill, were born during his stinit at Stangl Pottery in Trenton, NJ. 
Daughters Margaret and Barbara were both born in Red Wing.

Warr worked at Stangl Potteries from 1946 to 1949, where he was 
in charge of the decorating and bisque departments with about 70 
people working under his direction. He was responsible for production, 
instruction, supervision and inventory.

In November 1949, he accepted a position at Red Wing Potteries. The 
family flew from New york to St. Paul on a Boeing Stratocruiser. Upon 
arriving in Red Wing, they stayed in the St. James Hotel until they 
moved to their home at 117 E. 6th St.

Who better to sum up his responsibilities at Red Wing Potteries than 
Bill himself? He wrote the following about his job in 1954:

“November 1949, I was employed by the Red Wing Potteries, Inc., Red 
Wing, Minn., as foreman of the decorating department. At present my 
duties are to take care of production records, inventory, instruction of 
new decorators, quality control and time study method as applied to 

the conveyor system of decorating. There have been as many 
as 100 decorators under my jurisdiction. Relative to the under-
glaze decoration used by Red Wing, I have been responsible 

for setting up new patterns for production using the rubber stamp 
process and working with the time study engineer in establishing up 
standards for decorating these patterns.
“Along with my duties as foreman, I have done some designing. 
I assisted in the design of the Blossom Time pattern, designed the 
Plum Blossom pattern and the present back-stamp for Red Wing hand 
decorated ware. I have worked with Belle kogan, Industrial Designer, 
who designed some of the Red Wing Pottery patterns; also Charles 
Murphy, and have acted in an advisory capacity on all the patterns 
since my employment here.”
In 1983, Bill and Margaret’s daughter, Sue McClory, drove her parents 
back to Red Wing for their 40th wedding anniversary. Upon returning 
home, Warr wrote about his time at Red Wing and his letter later 
appeared in the March/April 1996 issue of the RWCS Newsletter.

In this letter, he revealed that he oversaw the production of more than 
20 dinnerware patterns, including several that were introduced during 
his tenure. Those included: Zinnia, Iris, Leaf Magic, Fruit, Fantasy, 
Lanterns, Morning glory Blue, Blossom Time, Desert, Caprice, 
Capistrano, Country garden, Smart Set, Pink Spice and Midnight Rose.

Warr also likely worked on the elusive Buds pattern. Developed in 
1952, Buds is considered by many Red Wing collectors to be the “holy 
grail” pattern in dinnerware. Since it never went into production, only 
rare sample pieces exist.
In describing the Plum Blossom pattern, Warr said: “The shape was 
developed back east in Ohio. The shape was referred to as Chinese 
Chippendale. I researched the design in the Minneapolis library one 
weekend and it did not go into production until 1950.” His “Red Wing 
Handpainted” backstamp that ingeniously incorporated the pottery’s 
name into the top tips of the wing was also created in 1950.

In his writing, Warr says each design was put into a notebook. The 
Potteries had no record as to how each pattern was decorated except 
for some sample pieces, which usually got broken.
“To make them, we had several sheets of paper stamped with the 
design of each item in the pattern. The floor girls painted each color 
on a separate sheet following the design and indicating the stroke 
direction and how many strokes. The brush strokes and lab color 
number was also on the sheet.”
While living in Red Wing, Warr played an active role in the community. 
He joined the Red Wing Lions Club and and organized a window painting 
competition where store windows were decorated with Halloween-
themed paintings. The family attended Red Wing Presbyterian Church 
where he served as Sunday School superintendent and designed a 
block printing of the church to be used as its logo.
Sue and Bill joined their father at Heck’s Barber Shop on Saturdays. 
While he got his hair cut, they enjoyed reading comic books. They also 8
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recall doing pencil drawings on Red Wing plates around Christmas and Mother’s Day. 
Their dad colored them, had them fired, and the kids gave them to their grandparents 
and mom as gifts. They still have eight of these plates, one of which is shown below.

With Charles Murphy returning to Red Wing in 1953, Warr knew it was time to look for 
a new position. He landed with gladding, McBean and Co. in Los Angeles in February 
1954, where he was the foreman of the decorating and decal department. The name of 
the firm later became International Pipe and Ceramics. The company was best known 
for Franciscan dinnerware. The dinnerware division was sold to Wedgewood in 1979.

Warr finished his pottery career at Metlox Pottery, makers of Poppy Trail, in Manhattan 
Beach, CA, where he acted in a similar capacity, again in the decorating department. 
After his retirement, he joined the local art association and took up oil painting, receiving 
a number of commendations for his work. He passed away in 1986. 

At age 99, Margaret Warr lives in California where she is surrounded by much of her 
late-husband’s artwork, including a watercolor of the Red Wing Marina and the two 
back-stamped Red Wing plates with test designs shown below. The plate on the left 
is in the Fancy-Free shape, while the square plate on the right was a shape that was 
never put into production; it includes the word “SAMPLE” on the back.

Dinnerware expert and RWCS Hall of Famer Larry Roschen looked at 
a high-resolution version of this scan and gave the following analysis:

“The colors blue, pink and yellow are mentioned in various places. 
‘White on Blue’ appears several times. The Plum Blossom pattern 
is commonly found in pink and yellow versions, but there is also 
the rarely seen blue version. I believe these notes prove that Warr 
planned for Plum Blossom to be available in all three colors. I have 
not seen any official Red Wing documentation on the blue version, so 
perhaps it was merely a test or sample. But I suspect it didn’t sell well 
compared to pink and yellow and was quickly dropped.

“This image also includes the word ‘Dynasty’ – the name Red 
Wing assigned to the line that includes Plum Blossom.”

Above: The Warr Family in 1951. Daughter Barbara was born about a year later.
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In 1906, the Red Wing Union Stoneware Co. introduced 
a new line of mixing bowls – now called “sponge panel” 
bowls by collectors. Characteristics of these bowls include 
raised panels around the bowl, a raised foot and a rolled 
rim instead of a shoulder. At the same time, the company 
also introduced a new style of decoration – “mottling” or 
“sponging” – that was used on these bowls along with 
other stoneware items. The panel bowls would remain in 
production for approximately 24 years. These bowls are 
never signed, but they can be found with impressed numbers in 
the bottom that correspond to the size of the bowl.

When introduced, these bowls were offered in six sizes, from 6 
inches to 11 inches in diameter with ‘brown and blue mottling’. The 
Red Wing Line catalog from 1920 listed these bowls in the same 
six sizes with a ‘blue mottled’ decoration. The last listing for these 
bowls was in the Red Wing Stoneware and Stoneware Specialties 
advertising poster (circa 1930). Here seven sizes of bowls are 
listed, with the addition of a 5 inch diameter bowl. The decoration 
is again listed as ‘blue mottled’. The late introduction of the 5 inch 
bowl is why this size is harder to find, and thus more valuable.

The panel bowls were produced using three different molds. The 
most common mold has a tall foot (photo 2). A variation of this 
mold has four indentations in the foot of the bowl (photo 3). The 
third mold is characterized by a shorter, somewhat wider foot, plus 
a distinct ridge just above the foot of the bowl (photo 4).

With their popularity demonstrated by the long production life, 
merchants frequently selected these paneled bowls to advertise 
their businesses (photos 5-6). A large number of bowls exist with 
advertising from Minnesota, Wisconsin and Iowa. Bowls with ads 
from Illinois, Missouri, kansas, Nebraska and the Dakotas are slightly 
harder to find, while states with the fewest examples of known 
advertising bowls include Michigan, Montana, Idaho and Colorado.

Even though panel bowls were advertised in two different catalogs 
as being decorated with ‘blue sponging’, bowls decorated in just 
this one color (photo 7) are much rarer than bowls decorated in 
the two colored, blue and rust sponging. The sponging decorations 
found on the bowls vary widely in color (photo 8) and consistency 
(bold to faint). On occasion, the sponging can be found in bands 
similar to the decoration found on umbrella stands (photo 1).

Just as with many other Red Wing products, unusual panel bowls 
can be found with experimental colors or decorations. A panel 
bowl decorated with two simple blue stripes over a zinc glaze is 
pictured on page 97 of Red Wing Stoneware by RWCS Hall of 
Fame members Dan DePasquale, gail Peck and Larry Peterson. 

An all-zinc glazed panel bowl and a yellow-glazed example 
are pictured in photo 9. These unusual examples are also 
unsigned, but clearly a product of Red Wing.

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Almost Too Cool for School

sT. Paul BooK & sTaTionEry Co.  ★  st. Paul, Mn

The St. Paul Book & Stationery Co. 
descended from the D.D. Merrill 
Co., which started in a log cabin in 
downtown St. Paul in 1851 – seven 
years before Minnesota became a 

state. There Merrill sold paper, writing utensils, books and “yankee 
notions”. The business was reorganized as the St. Paul Book & 
Stationery Company in 1894 and eventually became one of the 
largest dealers of school supplies between Chicago and the Rocky 
Mountains. By the 1960s, about 40 percent of its business continued 
to come from the educational field, where the company claimed to 
“provide virtually everything but the teacher.” The company’s 146-year 
history came to an end in 1997 when it was acquired by office supply 
giant Corporate Express, which Staples then bought out in 2008.

Of the five different ads featured in this article, St. Paul Book & 
Stationery is by far the easiest to find. They had a long production 
run with Red Wing; their stamp can be found on both hand-turned 
and bail-handled coolers. In fact, the company still offered Red Wing 
water coolers in its 1947-48 catalog – around the time that stoneware 
production ceased at the Red Wing Potteries. Of course, it’s unknown 
if they continued to order coolers stamped with their name at that time.

sMiTH sysTEM HEaTing Co.  ★  Minneapolis, Mn
Smith System Heating was 
incorporated in 1905 by Leo C. Smith 
and brothers R.W. & M.H. Manuel. Its 
first products were heaters for rural 
schools, churches, town halls and 
other buildings. Soon it added toilets, 
lavatories and other items to its line, 

like the chrome and porcelain drinking fountains that connected to 
stoneware water coolers. The company changed its name to Smith 
System Manufacturing in the 1950s and turned its focus to desks, 
booktrucks and library furniture. Starting in 1978, elementary school 
furniture was made at a new plant in Plano, TX, while higher-grade 
office furniture was made at its Princeton, MN plant in until it closed 
in 2002. Smith System continues to operate out of Plano today, 
producing seating, desks and tables, computer desks and shelving.

The Smith System Heating stamp appears only on hand-turned 
water coolers. These predate bail-handled coolers, which Red Wing 
introduced in the mid- to late-1910s.

Eau ClairE BooK & sTaTionEry Co.  ★  Eau Claire, Wi
The Eau Claire Book & Stationery Company was founded in 1884 
by Henry F. Balcom and Jane & H.C. Putnam. It had three different 
headquarters over the course of more than 100 years – each located 
on Eau Claire’s Barstow St. The company initially focused on the 
printing and manufacturing of books and stationery materials, but 

eventually became one of Wisconsin’s 
largest equipment, textbook 
and supply services to schools, 
churches and businesses. Office 
environments evolved and it added 
a design department in the 1970s 
and computer-aided design (CAD) in the 1990s. Still in business today 
under the name “Eau Claire Business Interiors”, it supplies offices with 
furniture and workspaces, design planning, installation and finishing.

In addition to bail-handled water coolers, the “O-kLAR-O” stamp also 
appears on a 1 gallon brown top zinc glaze jug.

Virginia sCHool suPPly Co.  ★  richmond, Va
The virginia School Supply Co. was 
founded by Preston Belvin in 1907. 
An advertisement in the Sept. 4, 1910 
Richmond Times-Dispatch says the 
virginia School Supply Co. carried 
“the largest stock of school room 
supplies of any house to be found on 
the Atlantic seaboard. These supplies consist of not less than1,200 
articles that are used in school rooms and auditoriums. There are 
to be found on the floor’s immense stocks of desks, blackboards, 
maps, globes, chairs, crayon supplies, and, in fact, everything, 
except books, needed to supply any kind of a school room of any 
size from a little old one-room public or private school up to a college 
or a university.” It also produced heating and ventilation units. The 
company closed in 1931, possibly a victim of the great Depression.

This desirable ad is the only one from virginia to appear on Red 
Wing’s wares. It’s limited to hand-turned water coolers, but it also 
exists on an impressive red-tinted cherry band pitcher – likely a one-
of-a-kind piece that was either a special order or made as a gift.

souTHWEsTErn sEaTing Co.  ★  san antonio, TX
An exhaustive search turned up 
limited information about this 
Texas company’s history, but 
the Southwestern Seating Co. 
often appears in school board 
meeting minutes and educational 
publications between 1919 and 1961. An advertisement from pg. 30 of 
the March 1922 Oklahoma Teacher shows that the company supplied 
window shades in addition to a wide range of school furniture.

Of the businesses discussed here, coolers with Southwestern Seating 
advertising are probably the hardest to find. The stamp is only found 
on bail-handled coolers. If you know of a cooler with advertising from 
a school supply company not covered here, send a note to 
newsletter@redwingcollectors.org.

Springtime at the museum has been quite busy! Here’s a look at all of the 
things that happened in May:

• School visit: Fifty 2nd 
graders from Sunny Side 
School visited the museum 
in May where they churned 
butter and learned about life 
before refrigeration. They 
also had an opportunity to 
feel the clay from the clay 
pits, hear about the life of a 
clay pit digger, explore the 
dig exhibit and learn what
